EXECUTION IN QUEBEC.

The Quenee papers devote a large portion
of their space to secvunts of the circumstances
attending the execation of John Meehan in
that city, on the 24th alt. Meehan was a
young man—but twenty- hree yeurs of age—
und was sentenced to death for the wnpro-
voked wurder of his cousin--a lad about 17
years of age. The last scene 18 described as
follows : —

* The futal woment row appronched. The pri-
soner’s shirt-coilar was throwu loose, aud the wore
experienced Culeraft of the two advanced on the
drop and secared the uoose arcand hisneck. Mee-
han still remained firm, while this horrible oper-
ation wae bemnyg performed, his spiritoul adviser
standing by hisside, bolding his bund npon bis head
and conforting him. The rope having been fusten-
ed, the Rev. Mr. Meagher bade his penitent fare-
well, and embraced him on the cheek The un-
| fortunste man then guzed upon life, and light and
saushine—upon the throng of his fellow beings
around hin—for the last time. A white linnen cap
was drawn over his face. The hanuman slunk
back into the ygnllows--oom, and the signul was
given 10 his assistaut 1o draw the bolt  The doow-
ed man fell upon hix knees, and ina moment a lound
cush wis heard us the drop fell, und the body of
the strong an, who stood a mouicnt before full of
life aud health in the presence of thousunds, was
now & thing of loathing und horvor, writhing in
couvalsions at the end of u rope. The strongest
nerves gnve way, for a moment, as the sound of the
falling drop was henrd, and the wretehed man was
lavuched into eternity. The etfect produced upon
the mob was electricul. A deep prelonged groan
or sob was heard from many throuts as the body
tell. Women screa ved and hoys ran in every
direction, friglitened ut the sud spectacle they had
been so er to see. Huandr-dsof those who were
lwmwediately in_ front of the scuitold, fell simultan-
eously on their knees. The movement made by
those whose verves could not stand this last shock,
waus 80 great that a punic was created which lasted
for severnl woments—a portion of the mob rushing
wildly uloug Dauphine Street, while others made
off inthe direction of St. Ann street. There was
uo coufusiou, however, at the gaol enterunce. The
giol-guard, who were vut vu duty, imwediately
stood to arms. und the police were also present in
full force. The paunic, or rush, or whatever it may
be called, was over in a minute, and the crowd then
stood s.lent and apparently awe-stricken iu the fear-
ful presence of d-ath. The unfortunate condemned
appeared to saffer fearfully in the last throes of
death. As he fell, the cap slipped from his face,
and the vpturned countenance, working with the

ngs of death, was visible 1o the persous looking
r:om the front windows of the gwol above the
scaffold. From the first deep red flush of strungu-
lation, it turned to purple, und from purple to the
livid hue of death. There wasa vivleut couvulsive
wotion of the whole frame at first, and the strug-
«les continned for fully five minntes. At the end
of this tiwme, however, life was evitlently extinet ;
but the body waus allowed to hang for the usual
leugth of time. Shortly before eleven o'clok, the
last act of the tragedy was performed—the corpee
being eut down and removed for the purpose of
being havnded over to the relatives. Even at this
uoar, thousands of persons still ingered in the im-
mediate viciuity of the guol, as if their eves had
not already sufficiently feasted on horrors, or as it
somethiug singular fuscinated them to the spot. A
consideralle length of tie elupsed before this
crowd had fiually dispersed.”

S. received » wound in each leg, one of
which severed the main artery, causiug his
death in about ten minutes, While receiv-

Usually in sbuut the last wesk in March, the
seals begin to dip, they take to the water,
and are then only to be captured by shoot-
ing from the boats. Old seals are iuvulner-
uble unless shot in the fcrehiead, und nature
has provided them with a means of de-
fence even haere, in the shape of & ** hood, '
which they drop on occasions—hence their
name ** old hoods.””

ThHe DrouvGnT AT THE CAPE DE VERDES.
—According to the latest advices the Cape de
Verdes were tust becoming depopulated.  The
condition of the islands Brava and St. Thiago was
truly desperute.  The population of these two
islands is estimnated at about 70,000 souls, and for
this population, when the last advices left St.
Thiago, there were only 60 bags of rice amoug the
entire population. But the effects of famine were
euch that the people were actuallydying by starva-
tion in the very streets. The burk of the ban-
ana tree and the flesh of animals which few peo-
ple ever use was esteewed a delicacy.  Although
rain bad fallen, yet it was too late, the seed sown
was parched in the ground, and would not sprout,
aud although the pastures showed green there
were no cattle to feed, they all died tor want ot
frod and water.

DEeATH oF LORD ASHBURTON. — Lord Ash-
burton died on the 23d. Hix lordship, eldest son
of the late lord, who was better known as the
Right Hon. Alexander Bariug, was boru in 1799,
and graduated in classical henours, at Oriel Col-
lege, Oxford, in 1821. He sat.in the House of
Cowwons as M. P, for Thetford, Callingten, Wiu-
chester, and North Staffordshire, at varivus dates |
before his accession to the peerage in 1840, and
held the post of Secretary ot the Bourd of Contrel,
and Paymaster of the Forces under Sir Robert
Peel’s first administration. His lordehip was head
of the great comwercial firm of Barng & Co.,
and gained some celebrity on acevunt of hie
strenuous advocacy of the teaching of “ Commaons
Thiugs ” io eur vational schools. His lordship
was nominated, in 1355, a Knight of the Legion
of Honour, in recogaitiou of his serviees in com- |
