Almost all the molasses which comes
from Cuba to the United States is brought
in the same tanks in steamships that are
,”f“'l Lo carry petroleum as a return cargo.
| The ships’ tanks are about sixteen feet

deep and have a neck seven feet deep

They are pumped full of 0il at Brooklyn

or Philadelphia, then taken to Havana, |

and the oil is pumped out into the tanks
of the refining plants there. Molasses is

huge hogsheads which are emptied into
