U. S. Issues
Regqulations On
Potato Grades

WASHINGTON, (AP)—The agri-
culture department Wednesday Is-
sued regulations specifying mini-
mum grade and .size requirements
of Irish potatoes imported into the
United States,

The regulations, effective Feb. 7,
will largely effect potatoes im-
ported from Canada chiefly
through Maine.

They limit importations of rouna
white or redskinned varieties when
in packs of 100 péunds or more to
U. 8. 1 or better grade, two inches
minimum diameter.

Imported potatoes of the round
white or red skinned varieties in
packs of less than 100 pounds meet
the requirements of the U. 8. No. 1
size A, two inches minimum dia-
meter.

Long white vnrletlgs. such as the
russet burbank variety, must meet
the requirements of U.S. No. 2, or
better grade, size A, two inches
minimum diameter or four ounces
minimum weight,

The requlations do not apply to
imports of certified seed potatoes.
