Nuwbers of our Island healthy girls go away
every Spring and Summer to the States, io the
liope of bettering their condition there.  We hope
we are doing a good serviee to those who rewain,
and way be contemplating a rash step of the kind,
by pointing out te them what doleful prospeets are
in store for those who, with fevered imaginations,
rush to the labour market of the wealthiest City
in the United States, under the belief that their
industry and skill will meet with aa ample reward.

The working girls of New York had a large
meeting on Thursday uight last.  Ouly four gentle-
men were present, one of whom stated the object
of the meeting, and called on the girls for state-
ments of the amounts received for their labor in
the various trades in whieh they were eugaged
The prices reported ranged from one dollar to
thres dollars per week.  The average price paid,
making all trades represented h-ga&rr, was
about two dollars per week. There were many
instauces in which osly ahout twenty eents a day
were received. The price paid for board was
stated to be from $2 25 to $3, not including
washing, io most cases taking every ceut that 3
girl could earn, and hardly ever leaving her wore
than twenty-five or fitty cents a woek forall extra
expenses.  The hours of work range from eleven
to sixteen ench day. The general hours at the
shops being from seven in the morning to six or
seven at uight, with half an hour or three quar-
ters of an hour for dinner. It appeared to be the
case generally that prices were much lower thau
a year ago.

The following statements were made respecting
past and present prices :—

“ Hoopskirts, when they first eame out, bronght
a dollar a hundred springs for making, now the
prices in various shups range from fifteen o tweatys
five centsa hundred.  From two to three hundred
springs can be made per day. A girl who made
hwopskirt slides stated that she got three cents 8
gross for them a year ago, hut that now oniy 8
half a cent a gross was paid, and that smart girls
earned about a shilling a day at the business.

The silver burnishers get a cent a piece for
spoons, of which they can do thirty or thaty-ive
a dﬂl.\"y making about a dollar and eighty ceuts a
Week.

Shirts bring about 60 cents a dozen. taki
aday and a half to fivish a dozen at very
work.  Fine shirts, all finished, $1 a dozen.
