Pretty Pillow Top a Pleasure
to Weave

Use Strips of Old Stockings

A smart hand-woven top—what
a dressed-up air it will give to your
pet pillow,

‘Weave it easily from old silk
stockings — of beige or coppery
tones: Your loom? A simple hand
loom costing very little, '

For the warp use ordinary twine.
Fasten one end to a notch 1 inch
from upper left hand corner of
loom (X in diagram). Then wind
twine around notches, going back
and forth across loom.

For the weft, cut stockings length.
wise into strips 8 inches wide. Fold
raw edge under, making strips
about %" wide. Now to weavel
Fasten a strip to Joom at ¥, weave
over and under twine as the dia-
gram shows. Push rows of weaving
close together, hiding the twine—

- and quickly you have a beautiful
pillow top.

You can weave just as ty
things on homemade looms. an
embroidery hoop weave adorable
doflies from bias binding fape.
With a few pins, a bit of cardboard,
make a loom on which you weave
a gacl:ty evening = purse  from
sou e braid.
