In the course of the night there was another shift of wind to S.
S. W. blowing a gale, when both cables parted, and she soon after
struck on the flats at the entrance of Percival River, Egmont
Bay, where she lies stranded. The passengers and crew remain-
ed on board all night, exposed to a heavy sea which made a
complete breach over the ship. Next day they were fortunately
landed in safety.
The Brig Floride, Hillman, was driven onshore at the head of
Richmond Bay, during the gale on the 18th inst.
