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The Swing Towards Manion

The Montreal Star, which formerly adopted
an attitude of hostility toward Dr. Manion’s
campaign, now states, n a front page article,
that while the National Union Party, hcaded by
Premier Duplessis, will officially keep away
from the coming federal campaign, most of its
members will give all possible help to the Con-
servatives under Dr. Manion's leadership. This
was made cvident, says the Star, after investiga-
tion in @rcles close to both organizations. it
adds:

Premier Duplessis has never made a secret of
his own gntipathy to the Liberal admiistra-
tion of Premier King.  As a matter of fact,
relations  between Ottawa and Quebec since
1035 have been anything but cordial, as was
shown repeatedly in matters relating to uneti-
ployment relicf and corstitutional reforms.

In the first case, Qucbec has refused to ac-
cept conditions laid down by the Federal Gov-
ernment concerning control over relief monies
spent in Quebec, with the result that for the
last two vears the Duplessis administration has
acted separately in this matter.

Only last week the Quebec request for more
relief money from Ottawa was pointedly re-
fused.

Mr. Du[)l(’ssis, at Quobec, expressed the de-
termined opinion that the King Government
should be turned out. In this, he is supported
by all the Conservative-minded members of the
Cabinet and of the legislature.

However, it is stressed that officially the
Government of Quebec will not take part in the
federal elections. One of the reasons advanc-
ed is that the National Union party was carried
to power by the joint effort of the old Conser-
vatives and the discontented Liberals. The lat-
ter are supposed to constitute a substantial sec-
tion of the party in power in Quebec. It is
also advanced that at least two of the ministers
are former Liberals while a number of M.L.A.’s
of former Liberal tendencies might object to the
government taking part in federal politics of-
ficially. Tastly, Premier Duplessis has himself
made it clear that he would not engage in fed-
eral politics, as head of the Quebec Govern-
ment.

This explains why the National Union organ-
ization has kept aloof from all direct contact
with the National Conservative organization in
the Province of Quebec. Tt is learned on good
authority that it will continue to do so during
the federal campaign.

On the other hand, it is pointed out that those
in charge of the National Union organization
are staunch Conservatives at Ottawa. If not
collectively, individually there is nothing to pre-
vent them from supporting tle Manion forces
in the 65 constituencies of the province. They

The Gallup statement says the Institute has
tested prohibition sertiment regularly during the

Michigan prohibition sentiment however, was
considerably less than the average for all the 48
states in previous polls.  These showed:

1936: For prohibition, 33 per cent; agains:
67 per cent. 1937: For prohibition, 34 per cen';
against, 66 per cent. 1938: For prohibition, 30
per cent; against 64 per cent.

The Michigan poll figures were taken from
the latest test still in progress. A further sur-
vey on U.S. drinking habits also has just been
completed by the Institute’ with the following
results:

Forty-two out of every 100 persons in the
adult population, according to the test method,
say they never touch liquor in any form, while
the other 58 drink. Seventy per cent of the men
tested in the survey say they drink, but only
45 per cent of the women. More persons liv-
ing in cities drink than on farms or small towus.
About half of the 42 per cent who never
touch liquor themselves disapprove of others
drinking. This disapprcval is higher among
women than men, and among farmers than re-
sidents of small towns or cities.
