The Irish
Chief Seerctary that was, and again hopes to be,
may exchange curt courtesies with the Chief Se-
cretary that is, and means to be, but the by-pl
deceives nobody. Mr. Fortescue, on the cve of
an clection which promises to his party and him-
self immediate accession to office, waxes suspici-
ously sensitive of the feclings and honor of the
Irish electors. If the Roman Catholic voters are
not coerced into recording their votes for those
who would ¢ support the Established Church in
Ireland contrary to their feelings,’ all will geo
smooth and satisfactory. Tfe is horrified that in
this country “ an attempt would be made to
maintain Protestant Ascendancy, by means of.
the Roman Catholic votes,” particularly as this
perversion of the elective franchise would rele-
gate himself and his party still longer to the cool
shade of opposition. There is no political virtu:o
of which his party is not possessed when out of
office—but t‘ne virtue of his party, like Bob
Acre's valor, oozes through the hands the moment
they succeed to office and have their virtue tested
by the talisman of Treasury gold, Mr. Fortes-
cue, as the representative of the Whigs in Ire-
land, plays his part cleverly and well ; but Mer.
Fostescue over-plays his part when he assumes
the role of the virtuous statesman, and the' cham-
pion of purity of election in Ireland. Political
tergiversation, like lying, requires a long memory
to sustain it without manifest contradiction, and
Mr. Fortescue’s faculty of retrospection must be
limited indeed if he does not remember that the
coercive acts of the present generation came
from his party. The statesman, whether in the
pursuit of office or not, who would bary the bit-
ter past, must not be too prompt to provoke un-
pleasant contrasts. The Irish memory does not
sleep under the opiate influence of patent Whig
specifics. 'We know the secret of Whig Libera
lism, and value it on its own merits.

It is not the Whigs, however—pure and simple—
that are mainly relied on to secure the Irish vote,
A bolder game of liberal tactics than any on their |

rogramme must be foreshadowed before the

Parliamentary charlatans can practise the pres-
criptive legerdemain, and blind the public by
meretricious sophistry. Mr. Bright is understood
to be the tatelary gening of the “ great Liberal
party” in England, and Mr, Bright's imprimatur
on their policy is taken to stamp it as genuine.
Mr. Bright is too honest to commit himself to the
juggling policy of the Whig experts, but he has
done enough to furnish the understrappers of the
party with specions pretence for using his name
as an evidence of the intentions of the English
people of whom Gladstone is just now presumed
to be the accredited mouthpiece.
