CNR Announces
Sale Of Hotels

MONTREAL (CP) — The Cana-
dian National Railways announced
Friday it has sold four of its ho-
tels to a Canadian syndicate head-
ed by Walter F. Thorn of Moose
Jaw, Sask.

The hotels are the Prince Ar-
thur Hotel, Port Arthur, Ont.; the
Prince Edward Hotel, Brandoa,
Man.; Minaki Lodge, in Ontario's
Lake of the Woods district, and
the Pictou Lodge, Pictou, N. 8.
Transfer of properties will take
place March 1.

Sale price of the hotels was not
disclosed.

The announcement said the sale
resulted from an unsolicited offer
received last September through a
Winnipeg brokerage tirm.

Staffs, eligible to exercise sen-
fority rights, will be allowed to
transfer to other CNR hotels, the
CNR said.

In the Commons Iin Ottawa,
Trade Minister Howe also an-
nounced the hotels’ sale. He said

it will be the policy of the new
owners to maintain the hotels’
standards of efficiency, and that
a program of capital expenditures
for all four hotels is to start ear-
ly this year.

Prime Minister
Comments On

Evidence about the expenditures
was given at a closed hearing of
the income tax appeal board. The
matter was made public last Satur-
day in a board judgment which did
not name the firm or officials.

Stanley Knowles (CCF—Winnipeg
North Centre) Friday followed up
previous Commons questioning of
the prime minister on the matter
by asking if he could name the
firm.

Mr. St. Laurent replied he is not
yet in a position to say if he can
do this. He had not completed re-
ceiving legal advice.

Mr. Knowles asked, if it were
found that the name could not be
given, whether the Income Tax Act
would be changed to ‘‘remove this
cloak of secrecy." |

The prime minister said if he
received legal advice that this was
necessary the government would'
consider it.

US. Steel

CLEVELAND (AP)--Steel mag-|eral

azine says the steel market is
shaping up for a strong first half,
but adds that ‘‘a decline in the
middle of the year would not be
unexpected.” .
