“Drop 1t, drop 1t; cover it up, cover

Thus sings the Brown Thrasher
from the top branches of a tree or
bush. Anyone not exceptionally well
acquainted wi‘h the voice of a
Catbird might take this to be the
musical efforts of that familiar, grey
bird. However, the Thrasher's song
{s more brilliant, and longer sustain-
ed — sometimes as much as fifteen
minutes without stoppng. Besides,
the main charasteristic should sal-
ways be remembered that repetit-
ion of every phrase.Both are mimics.
But whoever llstened to a Catbird
for such a length of time without
hearing the discordant “meouw”?
This note is replaced by the Brown
Thrasher's smacking *‘chack”.

It it is possible to get a glimpse
of the musician, even a silhouetts,
identification it simplified. The
Thrasher’s singing posture is al-
ways the same: head raised, long,
pointed, down-curving bill particu-
larly wide open, tail (which is al-
most half the tength of the whole
bird) hanging straight down. And,
by the way, it is this same tall which
has provided ihe name, because it
is “thrashed” a‘out incessantly.

A good view of the musician is
often possible, because though
secretive and furtive in eoll else, this
Canadian representative of the
Mockingbird group chooses a con-
spicuous singing perch. Then we can
see that it is comparable in colour-
ing to the Thrushes, but, unlike any
one of them, the entire uprer side
is a bright, red brown, Closer inspect-
jon reveals that the creamy white
breast is marked with streaks rather
than spots. These are a very dark
prown, Two white wing-bars are
very distinct, and the eyes are pale,
glassy yellow.

A concert finished, the singer
quickly vanishes into shrubbery,
where it scratches about on the
ground in an effort to find its
favourite foed: injurious insects,
beetles, grasshoppers, and . cater-
pillars. Any farmer in its vicinity
should be pleased, because the
clumps of bushes on his property
and the hedges between his flells
make perfect hunting grounds for &
Thrasher. It rare’y visits an orchard
or a garden as does the Catbird,
and a few of the thirty kinds of
fruit which co!
of its diet ar cultivated varieties.

The Brown 'Thrasher breeds in
southern Canada. Its nest of twigs,
Jeaves, and roo‘-fibers is usually
made on the ground, hidden in
thickets, and holds 4 or 5 blue-
white eggs, evenly dotted over with
brown.
