as it would save the city money
Councillor Gormley said he had
been consulted. Councillor John-
stone stated the ex-mayor had sald
he consulted all the Council and
he objected to a statement to that
effect which appeared in the local
press. Turning to Mayor Stewaru
he sald, “I am not questioning your
word, Your Worship".

The Mayor replied, “I should
hope not". He then reminded
Councillor Johnstone that that had
been clarified at a later meeting.

Councillor Johnstone then stat-
ed that if he "believed the Council
now he could only say that the
statément made by the ex-mayor
that he took the matter up priv-
ately and personally with each of
the members was not true. He
made reference to “the excellent
editorial” in The Guardian yester-
day on the subject of calling an
election and quoted parts of it af-
ter which he sald “And I can- say
Amen to that”.

He noted that what he termed
bad precedents had been set in the
past and continuing them ‘“can get
us into a lot of trouble”. He too
paid tribute to Acting Mayor Stew-
art for the personal stand he took
on the matter

Councillor O.M. Cox saild he
“hbartily approved” of the resolu-
tion. “I offered mno advice to the
ex-Mayor. I .asked him when was
a mayor not a mayor, and he sald
‘When he takes his seat in the
Legislature’. He said he had legal
advice and having had that T be-
lleve he acted conscientiously.”

“Unfortunate”

Councillors Cox continuea by
saying that there had bheen a meet-
ing and ex-Mayor MacDonald ask-
ed the opinion.of all. The Council
thought then it was wise to avoid
an election. He sald that was un-
fortunate in view of the way it
turned out, adding that the Coun-
cil could not question the Chief
Justice and now could only try to
get out of it as Best it can and
avoid such things in the futuye.

Councillor Arthur Gormley said
the ex-Mayor had told him it was
two retired judges who told him
he could stay in.

Biggest Atom Bomb Of
Fall Series Exploded

LAS VEGAS, Necv, Nov. 5 —|
(AP)—A strong, fiery atom bomb
—the most powerful and brilliant
in 4he fall test series at Yucca
Flat—rocked the Southern Nevada
desert for miles today but no ser-
ious damage was reported.

Children were  released from
school in the little town.  of
Caliente, Nev., (population 1,000!

as the Atomic Energy Commission
fssued a special warning to the
community, but a freak of atmos-
pherics spared the town. Tele-
phone lines were hit, however, and

service “was disrupted briefly.
Residents watched the atomic
display from the streets.

The same strange action sent

the shock waves bounding harm-
lessly past more heavily-populat-
ed Las Vegas.

. Shock 50 Miles Away

But the explosion—accompanied
by. a full-scale, 10-second fireball
at 11:30 a. m. EST—jarred ob-
servers on Mt. Charleston, 50 miles
from the test site. A double-waved
shock, following the flash by
nearly five minutes, had the in-
tensity of a medium carthquake.

The fifth in the present series,
today's bomb seemed to, have
twice the power of No. 4, which
tested troops in  Exercise Desert
Rock last Thursday.

That blast broke seven store
windows in Las Vegas Charleston,
Observers today rushed into town
expecting to find dozens of panes
smashed. But Las Vegas got only
the flash and a mild rumble. The
shock waves reverberated for 30
seconds in the surrounding hills,
then bounced on into open desert.

Shook Waves Bounce

An A. E. C. spokesman said the |
phenomenon, which is only partly
understood by sclentists, is caused
by the sharp wave hitting a tem-

perature inversion layer in the
air (that is, a laeyr .Lstruo
air (that is, a layer of cold air|

beneath hot) It then rebounds to
earth., This earth-to-atmosphere-
to-earth process sometimes is re-
peated as many as four times.
;“Fortunately, it took a good
high bounce over Caliente, where
just 50 minutes before, our pre-
liminary TNT blast hit right on
the nose,” the A. E. C. spokes-
man said. '
The A. E. C. immediately warn-
ed all residents _of Caliente, 90
miles northeast of Yucca Flat, to
open their windows and get out-
doors. The children were marched
out of school in an orderly drill,
watched the flash and cloud for-
mation, and waited for the big
shock that never came.
