mission ;—

*“1f they wish our support, they should
let us know upon whet basis they intend to
put in their claims for better terms. The
only plea yet put forth by them is that we
waut a little more, so that we may conclude
that they intend to adopt the begging system.
If so, they should show how we have been
neglected, and also that we have noi re-
ceived as good terms as the other Prov-
inces. Unless they can do this, they will
inevitably come short im their claims. 1
should mot like to see this colony placed
1in & mere begging position.” * * * °
““The other Provinces hesnded over their
lighthouses to the Dominion Government,
without receiving one cent for them ; how
then can it be shown that we have any
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share of the sum allowed by the Dominion
(Grovernment, and cannot ask more than

“ There was an attempt made by the Hon.
Leader of the Government, in his spe:ch
to show that a few little items for light-
houses, drill sheds and breakwa'ers had

as the Governweut have shown no good
reason for it.”

Mr. Lairp then offered an amendment,
accepting the terins, brought down by him-
self and Mr. Haythorne, as the basis of
Union, and spoke as follows ;

*1 do not believe the Finance Minister
of Canada js going consider his posi-
tion, and we arrange his Budget Speech to
please him, Sir, he stutes that the Bay
Verte Canal will cost double five millions
of dollars before it is completed, and that
we do not know anything at all about it !
The debt of Canada 1s a'so to be swelled
up to a hundred millions of dollars ! Are
these the arguments he intends to use when
he goes upon the delegation? If so I wish
them joy of their success. The delegation
is going to ask payment for certain Light-
houses and Dreakwaters, although they
cannot show that the other Provipces re-
ceived anything for similar publié works.
1i a pew principle is laid down by the Dom-
inion Government for our benefit, they will
Lave to wete out equal measure to all other
Provinces of the union ; but they will not
pay for every paltry Lighthouse and Break-
water, snd & thousand other little matters
for which the Goverument are going to
claim payment.”

A new delegation went to Ottawa and
the result of their negotiations wus that an
additional sum of §25,000 a year had been
obtained for all time to come. At that time
the Opposition offered resolutions in amend-
ment, and voted for them declaring the
terws obtained by Messrs. Haythorne and
Laird to be sufficient. They now adopted
the same line of argument. The Govern-
ment came before the country with every
reason to congratnlate themselves upon the
result of their financial operations,
