Hon. Mr. Haviland merely rose to express
his disapproval of the manner in which Lieut.
Governor Dundas was censured by the Hon
Mr. Davies, and the hon, member for Caven
dish, Mr. McNeill. He would ask why had

the Goveraor in 1867. That Hon. Member
(Mr Davies) accepted office under the adminis-
vration of Lieutenant Governor Dundas. He
then alluded to the great interest which
His Excellency bad takeu jn settling differences
between landlord and tenant, in proof of which
he referred to the purchuse of Belfast Estate,
the Cunard property aud other estates, amount-
ing in all to one fourth of the Iunfis of the
whole Colony, and he held i his band docu-
ments to show that [lis Excellency was now
in correspondence with Sir Graham Mout-
gomery inducing that gentleman to sell his
lstate to the Government of this Colony ; but
it would appear ihat all his mediations were
now forgotton, because he differed in opinion
with some hon. members, Such attacks on
Her Maiesty's representative, and thut too
when he was absent from the Colony, were
extremely uncalled for and unfair.

Hon. Mr. Dunean said that it was well
known the parchase of the Selkirk Estate was
effected through the instrumentality of His
Exceilency, Mr. Dundas,who, he felt satisfied,
had aceomplished more for the tenantry of the
Island than any other Colonial Governor, and
far more than ull the pclit.cal agitators of the
Colony put together.

Mr. Brecken said that the view taken by His
Excellency on the subject of Free Trade with
the United States was in accordance with the
principles of constitutional law  The attacks
made on His Excellency were unfair und unjust.
He (Mr. Brecken) then reviewed very fully the
question of paying the Governor's Salary, and
at the elose of his address submitted an amend-
mout to the Resolution of the Hon. Mr Havi-
land, (with Mr. H's. consent,) by etriking
out all words relating to the Imperial Govern-
ment and inserting in lieu thereof the words Bri
He (Mr. Biecken)
urged in suppurt of his views, among other
reasons, that the recent chan,e in the PBritish
Cabinet would necessarily involve much work
ia the Cabinet, that probhably due consideration
wag given to the remonztrances of our little
Culony, aud that an appeal to the House of
Commons might sccure the atteution of
British Statesmen oun bebalf of our claims. He
also referred to the fact that a debt of £150,-
000 had been incurred by the Colony m pur
chasing lands, which had been improvidently

Third Judge was called for, a large sum was
requived for the Board of Works, and Twenty
1 In view of
all those matters he could sce no reason why
another attempt might not be made before sub.
mitting to pay the Governor’s Silary. As to
the fears of hon. members in regard to Confed-
eration, he remarked that every principle of
the British Counstitution, as well as the Imperial
Dominion Act, was agaiust putting us into
Uniga with Canada azainst the will of the
people. We were not, therefore, penling ounr
gonstitation nor our liberties by an appeal to
the House of Commous against the payment of
the Salary in question,

Hon. Attorney General was pleased to find
that the hon. member, Mr. Brecken, had made
up his mind on the question, bat could not
agree with his views. The House of Commons
not entertain any question of that
nature against the Imperial Goevernment. He
(Hon. Aitorney Geuerai) then reviewed tle
arguments advanced hy Mr. Brccken, and ex
pressed his firm conviction that a refusal to
pey the Governor's Salary, would be one
powerful pretcxt for putting the Island into
Confederation.

Hon. Colonial Secretary said that the prin-
ciple of initiating money votes was iuvolved in
the question, and that alone wouyld prevent its
being engertained by the House of Commons,

Hon Mr. Haviland differed with his honor
the Colonial Secretary on that point.

Mr. G. Sinclair said that every available
argument had been employed in the remon-
strauces already forwarded to the Home
Office. If any additional reasons could be ad-
duced to shuw why we should make another
remonstrance, he-would be in favar of trying
the experiment. [t was remarkable that we
were never called upon to pay the salary of
the GGovernor until we refused Confederation.
The Tmperial policy on this subject was agajnst
us, and we must thepefore submit to pay the
salary in quesdon,

Mr. Reilly remarked, that hon. members on
both sides saw the injustice of the demand.
He ulinded to the treatment met with by the
Nova Scotians on the question of Confeder
ation, and expressed his belief as to the sum-
wary mauner in which the lmperial Govern-
ment would treat this Colony on tkis question,
if their imperstive demand was not obeyed,

Hon Mr, Laird reviewed the wrongs wflicted
on thig Colony trom time to time. The policy
of the British Government was to throw the
business of the Colonies on their own people.
There was no reason to doubt the meaning of
she despatch, calling on our Legislature in the
most imperative language, to respond at once
to the demand made.

Mr. P, Sioclair would ask was it in any way
reasonable 1o suppose that the Government of
England, or the Opposition in the llouse of
Commons, would take up a question in the
face of their own decided policy ? Tke ques
tion bore directly on Coufederation, and if we
would wot peril our freedom we must puy the
the salary in question.

Mr. Howat differed with the views taken
on the question by the hon. member, Mr
Brecken. Every possible argumeat had al
veady been adduced, and it wus now folly to
talk of any further remoustrance. The Colony
wus 2! the mercy of the Home Government,
Thece was great danger of being forced iito
Confederation if we re'used to comply with
the request made to pay the Governor’s salary,
The subject was too impoitant to bp made
political capital.

Hon. Mr. Howlan alluded to the policy of the
Briush Government touching our trade rela-
tions with the United Bates, and their conduet
touching the general policy adopted towards the
Colony.  Tueir refussl 10 pay the Governor's
Salary was not ouly 8 breagh of compact, hut
als) an indication of their desire to Lasten the
Island iuto Confederation.

Hon Mr. Callbeck said that all the argu-
ments that could be used had been already
exhuusted in remonstrating against the injustice
of payiug the salary in question.

Hon. Mr. Heuderson.—~After all that had
beea said on the question, it appesred to him
that we were lelt to ghoose between two evils,
cither pay the Salary of the Governor, or be
legislated into Confederation. He would,
therefore, adhere to the Resolution to pay that
salary.

It hus boen
the reproach of the British Goternmens
that it has kept a majority of the people
of the United Kingdom in the direst poverty,
For that large class of persons who till the
soil, for the workmen and laboure:s of ¢
Brituin, there is neither chance nor M
long poverty is their portion. That the Gove
ernment of England is mainly responsible for
this state of things, no person will dery. The
rights of the aristocracy, who own the lands of
the Kingdom, are guardcd with religious care,
They are the governing party, and they cone
sequently make the laws to suit themselves,
Their class legislation, and disregard of all
rights but their owr, have brought about the
anomalous state of things which exist iz Greag
Britain &t the present moment, pamely,
squalid poverty on the one hand, and slmost
regal wealth on the other,—the masses dew
spised and with iuterests neglected, amd the
favored few pampered and bloated, until they,
think in their coneeit, that none bave righw
but themselves. The most ciying iajustice
has been perpetrated without remorse, by
successive Guvernments upon the people of the
Mother Country. Systems which are a dis-
grace to humanity huve been allowed to stand
until the finger of scorn, pointed at them by
the civilized world, are slowly causing their re-
moval. In parts of the British Ewpire where
trade and commerce interfere with projecis of
of ministers, or retard the progress of favored
localities, they are ruthlessly huddied aside.
Loeal interests which are supposed to clash
with public oues, command co respect. In-
deed, they are stiicken down without remorne,
even though the process brings ruin upoa
communities, and beggars hundreds of indivie
duals. When injustice like tiis is perpetrated
i the British Islands, and there is no remedy
for it, we in this Colony cannot expeet to re-
ceive much courtesy or respect at the hands of
the governing party in England. And a0 it is.
Our appheations for justice are treatsd with
contempt. We ask to be allowed to negotiate
free trade with the United States, becazse we
believe it will be beneficial to our interests to
do s0; and Lorl Granville, expressing his sur-
prise, says, he received, “not without regret,”
the despatch of His Howor the Administrator
on that subject. Who is this Lord Granville
that he treats us thus cavalierly? Does his
Lordship imagine that we are slaves to whom Ls
can administer a kicking whenever he pleases,
or is this Ris method of promoting loyaity to
Her Majesty’s Government aud person ? Pur-
haps s0; but a iittle more civility, we shink,
would promote his object justas well We Jo
not dispute the power of the Imperizl authoe
rities to pitchfork us into Coufederation; but
after they zet us there, will we be as contented
and loyal as the Dominion Government would
wish? We think vot, aud the sucering, con
temptuous manner in which we are treated
toe Colonial Miuister, is not culculuted tc ime
prove our loyalty or our temper.

The complaint of the people «f this Jolond
is that Mr. Duudas used bis influence against
us in the matter of Reciprocity. Through all
his despatches to the Culonial Office on the
question, there is not one word in fuvor of the
Colony. Indeed the very reverse is the ease ;
for he is coutinuaily selling the Duke of Buck,
ingham that the Goverument of this Isiand bas
no power to make a separate arrangeiment with
the United States on the subject of Reciprocity.
The admirers of Mr. Dundas sel) us shat hie
view of the question has preved to be the con=
stitutionul oune; bdus they do not tell us the
reason why. It is because the Colony i
*mall and a poor one, which canuot make ite
influence felt at the proper quarters, and be-
cause we have the manly and generows hearted
Dominion of Canada againstus. The conduct
of the Government of Canada in this watter
reminds us forcibly of the fuble of the “ dug
in the manger.” They cannot get Reciproeivy
themselves, and they will not allow es io have
it. During the agitation of the Confederation
question,its advocates were continually telling
us what an immense amount of influecee the
Confederated Provinces would have with tae
United States Goverament, Where now is
that influence 7 If they have any, they dono#
seem to exercise it. We see the question of
Annexation discussed boldly and openly in our
midst, and no voice raised againet it. Our
own belief is that Annexation is the maui-
fest destiny of the North Ameriean Colonies.
Certainly the cold-heated, and we might say
cruel conduct, of the Mother Couutry towarde
us is deing ih'uthslmiu.ourm’
from her. Neither is the tactics of the Con-
federutey calculated to inspire us with much
confidence in the Dominion. Whitker then
are we drifting? This is & question on which
it would be well for our people to ponder at ibe
present moment.

Just now England is acting the part ef &
step-mother towards us ; and & very indifferent
one at that, She wishes %0 part with her
Colonial family om goud terms if she can; it
not, she does not hesitate 10 drive them forth
with & stick. We wish the Qolonial Minister
would tell us in plain words, that England
wishes to get rid of us. Then we wou'd bave
the world at large in which to cheose for our
sclves. The majority of our people are
vative born. They bave no great objections
to the United States. Indeed, they know thes
country far better than Canada. They know,
too, that the people of the United States ware
our best customers before the abrogation <f
the Reciprocity Treaty. It was through thele
trade, that this Island first began to develop its
resources, and now, if the United Stutes pro=
pesed good terms to us, and the Imperiei Gov-
emment had no objection, we are free to
confess that the majority of our people would
liuk their fortunes to that country iv preference
to the Dominion of Canada. We can ncver
forget that it was through the ill advised vcte of
Canuda, we lost the benefits of the Reciprocity
Treaty. Daring she American War that Colony
was the head quarters of all the knaves and ras-
cals who were plotting the robhery and murder
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of peaceable United States citizens. From
thence went the raiders op St. Albans, aud it
was eaid af the time, wi:h the coonivance of
the Capadian suthorities. When the War
was hbrought to a cloge, the first Act of
the American Goverpment was 10 abrogatd
the Beciprocity Treaty. And this was doss
for the special purpose of having revenge o
