HEARTBURN, CARDIOSPASM,
CORONARY THROMBOSIS

1 have written before about
cardiospasm (heartburn) which is
pain in chest behind the breast
bone. This pain, because of its loc-
ation in heart region, is often
mistaken for coronary thrombosis.

In the Journal of the American
Medical Association, Dr, P. Thorek.
Chicago. writes of the Esophagus
in General Practice. The eso-
phagus is the tube which carries
the food from the mouth to the
stomach and the pain of heartburn
is caused by spasm or tightening
of the lower end of the esophagus
just before it carries the food into
the stomach.

“Cardiospasm is characterized by
dilatation, enlargement and tor-
tuosity (twisting of this lower end
of the esophagus). Dr. Thorek
states that theories as to the cause
of cardiospasm are numerous and
nebulous but there is really no act-
ual organic disease present caus-
ing the pain, which is really due
to emotional upsetment. In a large
percentage of cases a history of
emotional strain can be found to
be the underlying cause.

I have written before of the
elderly man who was living a quiet
life and was free of any distress
in the chest until a domestic prob-
lem arose which brought on almost
contirmuious cardiospasm umtil the
problem was solved. The pain be-
hind the breastbone is usuaily
higher up in the chest than the
pain from coronary thrombosis
which is more often found under-
neath the lower end of the breast-
bone.

The outstanding symptoms of
cardiospasm (heartburn) are diffi-
culty in swallowing, regurgitation
of food, and the pain behind the
breastbone.

Difficulty in swallowing is as-
sociated first with liquids and then
with solids. The pain behind the
breastbone varies from mild to sev-
ere and prolonged use of mor-
phine to relieve this pain may re-
sult in addiction to morphine.”
How can the physician diagnose
the pain of cardiospasm from the
pain caused by coronary throm-
bosis?

Drs. Kramer and Ingelfinger
have described the methacholine
(Mecholyl) chloride test as an aid
in the diagnosis of cardiospasm.
When this drug 18 injected into
normal persons there is only a
slight increase in the size and force

of the contractions (spasms) of
the esophagus. In patients with
cardiospasm, however, esophageal

spasm and contractions follow the
administration of this drug. By the
use of X-rays and looking down the
esophascope into the esophagus, the
enlarged and stronger spasms can

be seen,
