BEDUOATION

Tir attention of our Legislature hav-
ing been invited by the Speech of the
Lieut., Governor to the subject of Iidu-

cation, it may not be out of place to
devote a shiort space to the consideration

L of what are somewhat penerally regard-

ed the defeets in our present system, and
some of the remedies which may probably
remove them. g

The intention of the Normal School at
its institution was, we believe, to prepare
the teachors for the more cfficient dis-
eharge of their duties, by instructing
them in the art of teaching, and not in
the completion of their education in other
respects.  Irom some cause or other, it
is used for the latter purpose. Young
persons come there to learn what they
ought to have acguired at the District
Schools ; and having obtained suflicient
knowledge to pass un examination by
the Board of Iducation, receive a School
License, without their capability of
teaching having been tested; at least
such is the information we have obtain-
ed. The generality of our teachers are.
we underatand, well instructed as far as
their own attainments go,but we consider
that their usefuluess would be much in-
creased if they underwent a special
training, under an cfficient instructor, in
the art of teaching, before they applied
for a licénse.

In Scotland,we are informed by author-
ity before us, that an applicant is first
tested in Lis ability to interest and arrest
the attention of a class, before his edu-
cational attainments are proceeded with,
and if he cannot by anecdote, illustration,
and otherwise, succeed in commanding
¢he attention of the pupils, he is kindly
intormed of the fuct, and advised to pur-
sue some other calling; and we have
long thought that some such arrangement
might be adsepted in this Islund,

class teachers we regard as by no meens
gufficient. The advance of five pounds

In New Brunswick, we believe, a
county examination takes place period-
ically, when small prizes are distributed
to the deserving scholars. In Nova
Scotia prizes aro also given to the district
scholurs.,  Marshall's History of that
province having been selected as one of
the books thus distributed.

One of the most important offices in
the promotion of education is that of the
trustees of a school ; and yet how seldom
are these duties discharged ns they might,
and ought to be. These duties we know
are arduous,often involving disagreemerts
and producing opposition fiom their
reighbors, and above all from the intri--
ente wording and contradictory sections
of the present Act.  The office is at best
a thankless one, and those who fill ?t
properly are entitled to the lasting grati-
tude of the whole District. In the new
Act we should like to see plainer direc-
tions, for the guidance of trustees.
