ON CONDITION OF-

The condition of the public
buildings of the Province is a mat-
ter of general interest, and Friday
the Legislative Committee on Pub-
lic Buildings submitted a report
which was commended by the
House for its thoroughness. Mem-
bers of the committee are Hon,
Dougald MacKinnon, chairman,
Messrs, George E. Saville, Frank
Myers, Harvey Douglas and Hu-
bert J. Gaudet. Following is the
text of the report:

Your Committee has visited as
many of the 120 public buildings
as time and other duties-of the
Legislature permitted, and reports
on these buildings as follows.

Government House—This fine old
building was found to be in a re-
markably good state of repair con-
sidering its age and frame con~
struction. ‘The exterior of the
building appears to be in good
condition, except that it is time
for a new coat of paint. The in-
terior of the building was found
to be in immaculate condition and
reflects great credit on Lieutenant
Governor and Mrs. Prowse.

The floor joists, as viewed from
the basement, are showing signs
of decay. Many have been replac-
ed and more replacements will be
necessary from year to year to
keep the building in a proper state
of repair. It was noted that one
carpet has become badly worn, and
stains have appeared in a fow
places on ceilings. Set tubs in the
Jaundry room are causing minor

Prince County Court House and
Jail — This brick building was vis-
ited and the Committee shown
through it by Sheriff Hubert Hall.
The exterior of this building ap-
pears to be in good condition with
the exception of brick work a-
round the front door steps which
needs pointing.

The interior of the Court House
section of the building is in good
condition except that the top floor
(where the R.CM.P. formerly had
office space and living quarters)
is in need of a complete redecorat-
ing job. This should not be done,
however, unless occupants are
found for this space. v

In the Jail Seotion of the build-
ing, the Sheriff outlined many re-
cent changes which have been
made, and it now appears that
this section is secure against
breakouts.

The use of light coloured paint
is recommended to brighten the
place up.

The Government Garage Build-
ing, Summerside — This {frame
struture was viewed from the out-
side only, and its condition was
satisfactory to the Committee.

Queen’s County Jail—This brick
building is in good general condi-
tion. One toilet room needs a new
partition and one new toilet. The
general condition of the cell block
was somewhat untidy. It was
thought that with so many in-
mates, some help could be obtain-
ed from them in keeping the place
clean.

Beach Grove Infirmary — Mr.
Bonnell conducted the Ccmmittee
through this frame building which
was formerly a summer hotel. The
condition of the building is satis-
factory in every respect.
Falconwood Hospital — (a) Fe-
male Division —The condition of
this brick building is generally
satisfactory.

It was noted that conditions in
the Disturbed Ward on the base-
ment floor are mofe than usually
crowded, but it is understood that
steps are now being taken to rem-
edy this condition. A partition is
being built which will present re-
arrangement of “Day” and “Night”
rooms to give more comfortable
conditions in this ward.

More toilet and washroom facil-
fties are being added.

(b) Male Division—The condition
of this brick building was gener-
ally satisfactory,

(¢) Occupational Therapy—This
frame structure, formerly an air-
port building, was found to be in
a satisfactory state of repair, and
doing very worthwhile work in
assisting with treatment of pa-
tients.

(d) The New Treatment Centre
—The Committee were shown over
the foundation of the New Treat-
ment Centre, construction of which
will be resumed, it is understood,
as soon as weather conditions per-
mit.
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(e) Boiler House—This new steel
framed, asbestos covered bullding
was visited by some members of
the Committee. This building,
which houses one old and ‘wo new
boilers of sufficient capacity to
care for the heating needs of the
existing buildings, plus additions
in the foreseeable future, is just
nearing completion and is expect-
ed to be in service in about one
month's time. When the new boil-
ers are started, oil will be used for
fuel instead of coal as at present.
(f) Nurses Home — This frame
structure, which was formerly an
airport bullding, was found to be
in a satisfactory condition except
for the need of interior painting.
(This painting is now poceeding.)

(g) The Central Laundry — This

building was found to be in a sat-
isfactory condition, but some of
the machinery appears to be worn
out. A new mangle and one new
extractor should be ordered assoon
as possible.
(h) Barns—The barns are in
good condition and house a fine
selection of livestock which show-
ed evidence of being well looked
after.

Provinclal Infirmary—This brick
building, formerly the Prince Ed-
ward Island Hospital, was found
to be satisfactory in general.

It was noted that trouble with
toilets has caused severe damage
to several cellings. Floor covering
is badly needed in some basement
rooms and corridors. Laundry fa-
cilities are inadequate.

It was felt that a walk-in refri-
gerator should be added as near
to the kitchen as possible, and in
the Matron's quarters more living
room furniture is needed.

Prince of Wales College — Dr.
MacKinnon accompanied the Com-
mittee through Prince of Wales
College, covering all floors includ-
ing the basement.

The condition of the building
was satisfactory in every way, and
while there was some evidence of
carelessness on the part of the

Provineial Sanatorium—Dr. Creel-
man arfd various staff members
conducted the Committee through
both the old and the new sections
which are, of course, now joined
into one brick building. The build-
ing is excellently kept, both inside
and out.

A concrete surfaced road to car-
ry heavy trucks around to the
back of the building is badly need-
ed.
The absence of a sprinkler sys-
tem, such as has been installed in
the Male and Female Divisions at
Falconwood, Beach Grove Infirm-
ary and the Provincial Infirmary
was noted. The Committee was
informed that the City water sup-
ply at the Sanatorium is such that
a sprinkler system would not be
reliable, and the makers of sprink-
lers are unwilling to instail a sys-

tem until water supplies in the
area are made adequate.
Court House, Charlottetown —

The condition of this brick build-
ing was found to be generally sat-
isfactory both inside and out
Painting is needed in the Grand
Jury Room.

Court House, Georgetown — This
stone building was found to be in
good shape outside except:

(a) the kitchen chimney should
be extended and a chimney pot
added;

(b) pointing of the stone work
is needed in a few spots; and (c)
a roof gutter needs repairs.
