Cen‘ury to the cr‘tics of the Imperial Feder-
ation scheme. He re:firms the necessity hat
the colonial sgents should have the
freest contact with the Imperial Cabinet. He
warm!y defends Canada from the aspersion
that she is now taking a fair share of the
burdens of the empire He elaborates a plan
of preferential t'ade in the empire. He
denies that the United States can retaliate,
as she already does her worst, commercially,
against Canada and England. He believes
that this question has unw forced itself upon
public attention here.

—The United States Immigration Agent
has intima'ed to the Canadian + uthorities
that the Treasury depar:ment has decided
that Canadian seamen can no longer be
empl yed on lake vessels flying the Amer-
ican flag, but must make way for American
seamen. The decision results from the
arrest of Capt, Robshaw at Chicago last
summer for violation of the contract labor
law. Little short of a revelation will be
caused in the carrying trade of the lakes,
a3 many hundreds of Canadians have been |
employed every yearon American vessels
The seamen’s union and emigration agents
will co-uperate in a thorough enforcement
of the decision. Only when an American
vessel, while ina Canadian port, is de-
prived of its crew by Gesertion or other-
wise, can aliens be employed, and then
only temporally.

—The Boston Herald has one of the few
fair articles which we have seen in Amer-
ican papers regarding the Behring Seaaf-
fair. It refers to the “‘delusive preoga-
tive” claimed by the Presideut and ob-
serves very truly that,—

“lf the English G »vernment, insteai of our
own, had purchased Alaska from Russia—
and this would have been a natural transfer—
our Government and our peop'e would not for
& moment havetolerated. either in theory or
practice, the notion that Beh:ing Sea wus a
closed waterway, which out whal-
ers and fishermen could use only by the per-
mission of Great Britain.”

Our contemporary thinks there is no
doubt a> all that ultimately the United
States’ Government will have to psy in-
demnity for all the Canadian vessels seized
outside three-mile limit.

—The Ortawa c rrespondent of the Em-
pire reports:—‘*As the Globe will not
wh'p into line, the French Liberals are
liable to leave the party in a body. Ool
Amyot hesded the break, which, if it ia
