South counted too heavily on
East's bid of hearts.

without the heart king! Thus, the
proper line of play was for South
to cash his three clubs and his
cdiamond ace; then, assuming that
West had not discarded a heart.
to throw him in with a diamond
or a spade and make him lead
away from- his marked heart king
to the combined tenace in the
North-South hands.
