OTTAWA — Fisheries Minister
J. Angus MacLean issued his first
official announcement from his
new office Tuesday — a statement
that the government would contin-
ue to pay a rebate on the cost
of salt to Atlantic Coast producers
of salted fish.

The program, provided payments
of over $600,000 to Atlantic pro-
vinces salt fish producers in 1956.

““Those fishermen who depend
on markets for salted fish pro-
ducts do not have access to the
fresh and frozen fish plants and
prices for their products have re-
mained low in the face of increas-
ed costs,” Mr. MacLean said “‘The
assistance will be paid in the
Provinces of Newfoundland, Nova
Scotia, New Brunswick, Prince
Edward Island and Quebec,”

The rebate applies to all salt
used by fishermen except whex_‘e
the product is to be marketed in
the United States.

States and the government does
not wish there to be any sugges
tion of assisted exports to
country,” Mr. MacLean said.

Precise terms and conditions of
payment covering 1957 operations
have not been worked out.

The program was instituted in
1955 under Fisheries Minister Sin-
clair's administration. It was ex-
tended to cover 1956 operations.

The Liberal program provided
for payment of a rebate of 50 per
cent of the cost of salt delivered
to the point of production.

Designated products on which
the rebate was paid last year were
salt cod, haddock, pollock, hake
and cusk.

Payment is based on proof of
purchase and proof of use of such
salt on the production of the des-
ignated by-products. |
