An old writer, describing the
island, says: ‘In many points round
is ;rough steep coast from forty to
sixty feet high—in some places a
hundred—composed of stratas of 4
soft red stone.” No one approach-
ing Prince Bdward Island can fail
to be struck, at once and greatly,
by the coastline—rising in places
into steep dliff—of deep, red sand-
looks like a seaiwall
painted brick color.  Seen in the
late afternoon, with the sun shin-
ing full on them, the cliffs appear

ember. They are a deep winered.
Topped 'In places by the dark green
of spruce wor fir trees, the red cliffs
imake a striking and memorable
picture. ‘The white chalk cliffs of
Dover are characteristic; no less
80 are the red sandstone cliffs of
Prince Edward Island.

Landing and going inland, the
peculiar heauty of this red soil of
the “Ii'l island,” thrown up by and
contrasted with the dark greem of

ter, makes one of the appealing
chanms of the old Indian province
of ‘Abegweit. Those red shores of
the rivers and areeks—that red
marge of the great estuaries —
those red roads that Tun through
the ‘woods like a sword<cut in raw
flesh; alwavs a rustcolor that
gives warmth and ‘beauty to the
landscape.

IThere are three qualities thiat
make for beauty in landscape —
hills and wood and water. There
are no hills in ‘Prince Bdward
Island—no hills proper. But there
{8 much rise and fall in certain
parts of the country. (n Kensing-
ton, IPrince 'County, and that neigh-
borhood—approaching Clinton and
New London—the land is steeply
undulating. = The horse is either
dlattering down the hill, or slowily
zig-zagging up another. One is not
long on the level. Here, from an|
eminence, one may get a fine pros:|
pect—yellow wheat and balley
fields, bluesgreen turnips, dark

ing .trees; this is the maturalhome
of the Christmas trees dn all sizes;
round the edges of many woods, as|
well as in sunny places within tho|
wood, numbers of little fir-trees,
green, ‘trim and pyramidal, mre|
growing as it ‘weré especially for!
the 25th -day of December. The
maplé, beech and, white birch are
al8o' ‘conspicuous. These woods
bredk up the landscape, and pre-
vent it at any time from becoming!
tame and  monotonous. Indeed,
they give the country sometimes
almost a - wild, remote look, as of
one or two hundred years ago. The
spectacle of somie acres of ' tree
clumps, in the earth or just up-
rooted, takes us back to the early
settlars, The wood is a cool and
delightful retireat in summer-time,
A red road, bordered by a snake -
fience almost hidden in hawthorn
and thistle and goldenrod, Tuns
through ‘it; and occasionally a cart
jolts along, or a motor passes hum-
ming like a big bee. Then all is
quiet again, There is little noise
in the wood; a chipmunk chitters
agitatedly in the top branches of
an old fir, a blue jay utters a note
of waming, and there is the sough
of wind in the branches of the
trees. The floor of the wood isun-
even—all pitted and hillocky. ' Ot
is spread with fallen cones and fir-
needles. In a few damp places
there afre green, spring cushions
of moss. A little sunlight filters
through from above; but generally
it is twilight among the grey lich-
ened trunks. (It js so quiet here:
one is 80 near to nature's heart:
that we might easily believe we
were in an unpeopled country.

‘The grey gleam of water further
diversifies the landscape. The
island is much Tun into by thesait
waters of the Gulf. The old writer
ajready quoted, says: ‘“The rivers
are properly Sea-creeks, the tides
flowing up to their heads, where
generally “streams of fresh water
empty themselves.” Wihen the tide

' [1s in the iriver brims with rippling

water from bank to bank. At low
tide there is a flow of water in
midwriver, and on  both
green flat of kelp or sea-weed. One
comes upon these salt-water estu-
anies unexpectedly—flowing through
the middle of fields, where the sea-
gull hobnobs with the crow, past
farms and onchards land fox ranch-

ing the salt smell of the sea with
the resinons fragrance of fir-woods.

the latter first—Is restful, with lit-
tle occupations which are never
ipre-occupations. Today the slogan
is “Gather firewood,” and there is
an expedition—even tthe infantry
assisting—into an adjacent fir-wood
which nature, foreseeing that a
bungalow was bound jpne day to be
built in so green and sheltered a
position, has planted here — ‘“a
purpose.”  The wood is full of up-
rooted trees, lying prone on the
ground, or supported by their com-
rades. Fallen branches, grey. with
lichen or “old man’s beard,” lie all
about. The stalwart of fhe panty
wields an axe, there is a resolute
resolve to weplenish the kitchen,
(for one's dinner depends on it,)
and by afternoon there is a pile of

up, within easy reach of the cook,

and we have earned one night’s re-

pose. Most nights, repose comes
easily and amply without earning.

On another day the suggestion is
made to go out and pick wild rasps
and bluebenries. It is an astonish-
ing fact, but a fact all the same,
that a blueberry mug looks small,
pitifully tiny, before one leaves
home, and gnows bigger and big-
ger the longer one remains bemt In
a hot sun over the blueberry bush-
es. A bluebenry, when you look at
it from the point of view of a blue-
berry picker, 1s a very small fruit,
—Ila mere globule of ink in fact. If
it talkes several swallows ito make
a summer, it takes a thousand blue-
benries ‘to fill a blueberry mug. 1

ione cannot go home with ghrivelled

or insipid firuit; but most of the
blame must be laid on the blueber-
ry mug which alleges one cubical
content in ‘the house, and amother
in the field.

{up with wild raspberries, which are
{larger, and ®hich one may pick
standing up; and after an hour
among the raspberry canes and
ferns and blackberry thorns in the
(wood, 'wander back through the
|field, down into the deep-rutted
|road, along the shore, and o to
the bungalow.
