an ashram, or spiritual com—

mmnity, and spent the next
twenty years in prayer and
meditation. During this
period he had a number of
deep mystical experiences,
which he has sought to ex-
press through art, liter-
ature and music. Since

coming to the West in 1964,

Sri Chinmoy has written
more than 300 books of
spiritual poetry, plays,
stories, aphorism, es-
says and questions

and answers. He has done
127,000 paintings, which
have been exhibited in
museums, galleries and
individual shows in the

U.S. and abroad, and com~
posed 2,000 songs and
instrlmental works.

Sri Chinmoy is also
head of an intemational
spiritual organization
with Centres throughout
the United States, Canada,
Europe, Australia, New
Zealand, Iatin America.
and Japan. He has lec-
tured at major univer-
sities around the world,
and frequently delivers
talks at the United
Nations. In 1970 he was
invited to become Director
Of the United Nations
Medation Group and since
then has been working to
bring a new spiritual
dimension to the quest
for world peace through
his twice-weekly medations
for U.N. delegates, rep-
resentatives and staff.
