TEEMER EASILY DEFEAT!, HANLAN.

The race between Hamnlan and Teemer,
three miles with a turn, for $ 000 a side and
the championship of America, took place at
Toronto on Saturday afternoon, resulting in
an easy victory for Teemer. It was feared
that the race wounld not come off, owing to
the lumpy condition of the water, but during
the day the wind changed and by four o'clock,
when referee Busbie went over the course, the
water was comparatively smooth and he or-
dered the men out.
