Castro Regime
Partially Controls
Soviet Missiles

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Castro regime in Cuba now has
at least partial control over
Soviet anti-aircraft missiles on
the island, a state department
spokesman said here

State department press offi-
cer Robert J. McCloskey also
told a press conference that
Soviet military personnel re-
ining in Cuba now number
“no more than a few thou-
sand.”

He said they are not an or-
ganized force but an advisory
and training mission

McCloskey made these points
in res
statements made by
Fidel Castro in an_interview
with the New York Times.

Castro was quoted as saying
Cubans control the surface-to-

missiles which the Soviet
Union installed at 24 bases at
the time of tie big nuclear
missile crisis in 1962
He also said Cuba was pre-
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McCloskey said he could not
define the precise control which
the Cubans may have over the
anti-aircraft missile sites

US. officials said it would be
fogical within the limits of So-
viet policy, which is aimed at
quieitng_down the Cuban situa- |
