Oezakoff or Otshakov, is a seaport town
about forty miles ENE. of Odessa. Until

ly fortified. It has still a citadel, and is a
quarantine station, but its trade has grea
ly diminished, since the foundation of Ode:
sa. Kinburn is a_seaport town on the op-
posite side of the Linau Gulf. These towns
command the mouth of the Dnieper, and
their possession by the allies would iuflict a
severe blow upon Odessa.
