Mr. MacDougall said he ‘wped
Agriculture Minister Gardiner
would agree that “We have a
small — not great — surplug of
butter.” If 3,000,000 or 4,000.000
pounds more than is selling at pre-
sent could be moved there would
be no surplus.

He suguested Canada could .fol
low the plan of Holland when it
found itself with a butter surplts a
few years ago. Holland legislated
that all margarine must contain
some butter and the butter surplus
was soon eliminated.

Or, if that wasn't acceptable,
butter accumulated through . the
government's support price of 38
cents a pound could be sold ' “to
the taxpayers who have bought i
at the same price as margarine.”
