Rev. Billy James Hargis,
leader of the Christian Crusade
and We, The People, recently
announced plans to form a coali-
tion. But rightist leaders gener-
ally doubt that a grand alliance
will ever come inte being.

Representative  John Bousse-
lot (Rep. - Calif.), a Bircher,
agreed. - “They'll never unite,”
he said. ‘‘Conservatives are
much more individualistic than
people on the left wing.”

The fact that so much money
has flowed into the bigger

* groups could be another reason

why their leaders would be re-
luctant to unite and put their
separate funds in a common pot.
Millions of dollars are involved.

As for the potential political

alarm. Senator Jacob Javits
(Rep.—-N.Y.) says: :

“To aecept . its philosoph-
fes . . . would result in caus-
Ing the (Republicans) to lose
touch with the mainstream of
American life, ensuring perman-
ent minority status, or total
eclipse of Republicanism.”

Angling Expert
Dies In New York

NEW YORK (CP) — Preston
J. Jennings, 69, an authority
and writer on angling, died
here after collapsing on his
way to a theatre.

The Virginia-born New Yorker
served with the British forces in
the First World War before be-
ginning many years of study of
the art of angling. -

In 1935 Jennings published
“a book of trout flies,” des-
cribed as a ‘“‘top standard for
fly fishermen” by New York
Herald Tribune columnist’ Ed-
mund Gilligan. The book has
since been reissued.

One of Jennings suggestions
was that the tiny feather lures
used for catching trout and sal-
‘mon should resemble insects
normally sought by the fish.
