General Telegraphic News.

Lonvon, Jan. 30.—Sir Charies Tupper,
Canada’s high commissioner to Great
Britain, has returned to London from the
French capital, where he had spent the
past ten days. Sir Charles Tupper brought
along with him the droft of the Franco-
Canadian treaty, which despite the troub-
lous times in Paris occasioned by the Pan-
ama scandals, was arranged by Lord
Dufferin, the British minister, and officials
representing the French government. This
draft is made on the basis of granting Can-
adian imports to France a place on the
minimum tariff schedule of the latter
country, The foreign offce here is now
engaged in a consideration of the outlined
draft, Sir Charles furnishing all the infor-
mation required on the intricate points.
If, as expected, this draft is approved by
the British authorities, it will forthwith be
laid before the French chamber of deputies
and the Dominion Parliament for discus-
sion and ratification.
