NATURE’S LESSON
FOR MAN

In this bleak November season,
we cannot help being reminded
of the natural cyele by which
death comes to every living thing.
The leaves that in spring, when
fresh and green, seemed to full
of vitality, have now withered
and disappeared from their
branches.

The soft earth from which the
plants in other months seem to
draw their life is now hard and
bare, and even the lifegiving sun
appears for shorter hours .and
fails to give much warmth to the
air,

If this was the only weather
and the only season that we ever
had, this would be a very bleak
life. But we know, of course, that
fall and winter will again be fol-
lowed by another spring and sum-
mer, that the plants are not dead
but sleeping. i

This is equally true on the
much higher, human level. If we
look only at the facts of old age
and approaching death, human
life must be touched with sad-
ness and almost with despair.

yST. PAUL’S REPLY

That is a question that we do
not need to answer, except to feel
sorry for those who ask it. Listen
to St. Paul: ‘“Brethren: make
no mistake about those who have
gone to their rest; you are not
to'lament over them, as the rest
of the world does, with no hope
to live by.

“We believe, after all, that
Jesus underwent death and rose
| again; just so, when Jesus com-

es back, God will bring back
those who have found rest
through him.”

It is this firm hope and confi-
dence that we shall rise again|
that brings us reassurance in
the face of death. X

Nature has another parallel and
another lesson for us. Just as the
knowledge that spring will come
again, that the death of plants
is only apparent and not real,
changes the whole atmosphere
of the fall, so th at it in its
way is something of a be-
ginning rather than an end,
so also in looking at human life,
we see that this different view
of death gives a special value to
old age.

The autumn is for the gardener
a season of preparation, of sweep-
ing away dead leaves and dead
branches, of planting and prun-
ing. So also old age is a season
of preparation for death. Beauty
may fade and bodily powers grow
weak — just as the flowers pass
— but wisdom increases, making
a man less interested in unnec-
essary things and more interest-
ed in what is really important.
MUST PREPARE SELF

~here is this great difference
between the two kinds of death
and resurrection, What nature
does- for the trees, the-plants, the
flowers, with perhaps a little as-
sistance from a gardener, a man
must do for himself.

This is true in many Wways.
There is for instance the fact
that time separates us from our
companions. The longer a man
lives, the more of his friends he
sees pass away.

It is even more ‘‘ue on a deep-
ly personal level. Youth can
share its vitality, but only an old
man knows what it is like to be
old. The passage through death
to a new life must be taken alone.
No one else will prepare us for
death; and it will not be done
automatically or by the slow pro-
cess of nature; this is something
that each must do for himself.
