Some of these are
of great importance while others
are of less consequence. It should
be noted that any disease affec-
ting honey bees are not capable
of being transmitted to man or
other animals either by contact
with the bees or by the eating of
the honey.

Six bee diseases are known to
occur in Canada—three affecting
the brood, namely American foul-
brood, European foulbrood and |
Sac brood; and three affecting |
the adult bee—paralysis, dysen-
tery and Nosema. Because some
of these occur on P.EL, every
book: should int him- |
self with the symptoms of nti

|

least the more serious ones.

The most serious to us on P.|
E.L is American foulbrood, and |
is practically world wide in its |
distribution. American foulbrood |
is caused by spore-forming bac- |
teria and the honey bee larva is
its only known host. The disease
is transmitted primarily by
means of the spores. The bees
that work within the hive be- |
come contaminated with these
spores in attempting to remove
the diseased brood thereby car-

| rying them from one cell to ano-

ther. Once the disease has spread
generally throughout the brood
nest, the bees cease trying to re-
move the dead brood so that it ac-
cumulates until the colony dies, |
owing to the absence of emerg-
ing brood.

As the colony gets weak, other [
colonies start robbing and the |
the disease is carried by the|
honey containing the spores o
robbers to their own hive and
a new source of infection is
started.

The bookeeper himself often,
unknowingly, aids in the spread
of the disease by feeding the
bees with honey from anr un-
known source or by putting
swarms into hives or upon combs
that come from diseased colon-
ies. The disease is often carried
from one bookeeper to another
by the buying of infected equip-
ment; for this reason anyone buy-
ing used equipment should have
it tested to be sure that it is
clean.

Bookeepers who do custome ex-
tracting always take a big chance
in that someone may bring in-
fected honey to them. This would
affect his equipment, thus pas-
sing the disease spores to every-
one else who brings honey to
him for extraction.

In the apiary, American foul-
brood may be recognized by the
sunken and perforated cappings
of the brood, and isolated sealed
cells in the midst of recently
emerged brood. The dead larvae |
have a ‘“‘melted-down’” appear-|
ance and are usually extended
lengthwise in the cells.

At first the larvae are dirty
yellowish-white in color, but upon
further decay become a dark
brown, coffee-colored, viscous
substance.
