Fred Ready,
Hebron, N. 8.; Rev. A, E. Maoc-
kenzie, Assistant pastor of Trinity
United Church, Charlottetown;

The chairman introduced the
speaker, the first Canadian Salva-
tion Army Commander in Canada,
Bermuda and Newfoundland.
Commander MacMillan told of
his experience at his first Rotary
luncheon after joing the Rotary
Club Number One in Chicago. He
first felt isolated as he sat down
to.the table, until one of the Ro-
tarions came forward, greeted him
cordially and made him feel at
home, This Rotarian was Paul Bar-
ris, founder of the organization,
On his travels around the world,
he recognized that Rotary was &
power even greater than the mem-
bers themselves realized. It closely
resembles the Army in its broth-
erliness and nelghbourliness. It
shows event greater potentialities
than the Arnmy. The members are
not mere dreamers, but they like
to see the whels of industry and
businss turning, they carefully
scrutinize budgets and balances.
The spirit of Rotary ghould bake
men more confident u: they march
al the path of duty.

o}?eg then told something of his
own career. He was born in the
galvation Army, his parents being
officers. He came from Scotland to
Toronto and wes transferred to
Australia, New Zealand and back
to Toronto again at the time of
the sinking of the Empress of Ire-
1and in 1914, where 170 members
of the Salvation Army sta!f perish-
ed in that great marine disaster in
the St. Lawrence River. Ome of
the survivors was Major Keith,
He then reviewed the activities
which the Army has been carrying
on along various lines. They labour
among the Indians as far north as
Alaska and across all of Canads,
vesides Newfoundland and Bermu-
da.

The Army hes accepted the re-
sponsibility of meeting known
needs.

Summary of Evidence
Ohas. Bambriok, Southport labor-

er, told of working at Fullerton's

Marsh Bridge on May 18. He knew
the accused and saw him twice that
day, first geing out away from
Charlottetown across the bridge
and, right after dinner he saw him
again. Phillips was in a car, & Fora.
When he was coming back the wit-
ness was standing on the bridge
where there was a drain dug. The
witness heard a car coming and
crossed from the right to the left
nand side of the bridge. Another
car was following some distance ke-
nind. The Phillips car was going
about 25 to 30 miles per hour com-
ing down the hill. The drain was
3 feet wide and 2 or 2% feet Jeep.
The drain was dug on the right
hand side of the bridge, coming to-
wards town., The clay was between
the drain and the centre of the
road, there was about eleven feet
of a driving space left on the left
hand side of the road coming in.
The car did not slow down any in
crossing the bridge. There were
lumber and rails on the bridge cn
the opposite side from the drain.
The witness did not now who own-
ed or was driving the second car.
It was not driving as fast as the
first one. The roar of Phillips’ car
drew his attention to it, the witness
said.

Cross-examined by Mr. Trainor
the witness said so far as he knew
there was no written sign up telling
of men at work on the bridge. There
were some rails up.

Elizabeth Jenkins, Mt. Herbert,
teacher at Bunbury School, told
that the accident happened at 8 or

The
hand brake, attached to the same
mechanism, had no effect.

On the following day the witness
examined the car. The front axle
wes bent some, he could not say
just how much. “I could notice the
axle bent on the left hand side,” he
said. It seemed to be about 2 wnches

bent. He examined the brake 1ods,
the witness sald. On the one on the
right rear, where the clevis went on,
the thread was stripped. On the
other three wheels the connections
were all right. The bent axle on the
left would slacken the brake up on
the wheel. He did not examine the
linings.

In cross examination, the witness
said he had not examined Mr. Phii-
lips car to see what had caused the
brakes to get out of adjustment. An
axle, if it were bent enough, would
affect the brake. A twist in the
frame would alsc effect the braxes.

To Mr. Campbell the witness re-
plied that if the right front brake
was wonking and the left iront
was not, it would draw the car to
the right.

May he examined a 1935 Ford V8
registered in the name of Wm. E.
Phillips. He located the car in front
of McLellan Bros.’ store on Queen
St. He made three tests, going at
10 miles an hour with hand and
foot, brakes fully applied and with
the clutch disergaged, the car came
practically to a natural stop. All
the witness could hear was a slight
scratching on the left rear wheel
He took the car to R. C. M. P. head-
quarters and turned it over to Sergt.
Anderson. He saw the accused at

9 minutes to one She was prepar-
ing school work at the time. Her
attention was drawn to a shout, not
ar ordinary shout, from the rcad.
The witness went to the window,
looked out, and then went right out-
side. She had to go the full length
of the school to go out.

‘When she got to the road Shirley
Smallwood was lying on the ground
and Mr. Phillips, Mr. McLellan and
Wendell Mutch were there. Mr.
Mutch was attending to his horse,
Mr. Phillips was near the child, and
Mr. McLellan further back.

Mr. Phillips sald something and
the witness understood that he be-
lieved the child dead. After a mo-
ment Mr. Phillips picked the child
up then he sort of fell down with
the child again. She told Mr. Phil-
lips to pick up the child and assis-
ted him up when he sort of fell
down. She smelled liquor off his
coat. The child as lying right op-
posite the southwest corner of the
school and on the right hand side
of the road the witness said.

The witness looked out a few
minutes before the accident and
saw a few children playing west of
the trees to the south of the school
They were playing ball Shirley was
pitching. One could see quite a
little distance to the east along the
road from where Shirley was stand-
ing when she was pitching. The
children were playing west and
north of the tree nearest the road
on the school grounds.

Cross-examined by Mr. Trainor
the witness said she noticed a cut
on Mr. Phillips’ forehead. The cut
on his forehead, the excitement of
the accident and the weight of the
child would partly account for his
fall with the child, the witness said.

Edwin Corrigan, Johnston’s River
farm laborer, told that he was com-
ing to Charlottetown about noon on
the 18th of May. On Fullerton's
Marsh hill a car passed him and he
met a truck. He did not know whose
car it was then. He saw it after at
Bunbury Schooi. He first saw the
car when it was across from him
on the road on the hill. The wit-
ness was going slow, about 15 miles
per hour, and the other car was gc-
ing almost as slow when it passed
him.

When he learned of the ac-
cident, the witness phoned the hos-
pital to anotify Mr. Phillips to report
the accident immediately to the
police. Phillips made the report to
special constabie Jenkins. Later the
witness went to the scene of the ac-
cldent with Cunstable Jay and the
accused.

Cross examined by Mr, Johnston
the witness said he did not make
any examination of the mechanism
of the car. He heard no complaints
about the brakes of the 1935 Ford.

Wendeli Mutch, Bunbury, told of
seeing the accident when he was
driving home from Charlottetown
shorily before ore o'clock.
