AN EXPLOSION IN RICLIMOND.
INTENSE EXCITEMENT — THE KEDGAR ARSENAL

BLOWN UP.

Battivore, August 16 —The Richmond
Repubiic, ot yesterday, says —** Most intense
excitement was caused in this cily yesterday
afternoon by the explosion of « imagnaine,
svntaining « large quantity of p-wder, si-
tuated on the flac. lying between the river
aod capal, about 200 yards below the pump
house.
