Dur-
ing World War I increasing use
was made of social workers ac-
customed to working with individ-
uals with nervous and emotional
disorders, with the result that in
1918 programs of training were be-
gun at Schools of Social Work in
Boston and New York to meet the
need for specially trained psychia-
tric soclal workers.

During the past twenty years
there has been a large increase,
not only in the number of psych-
iatric social workers employed, but
also in the functions they perform.
Applying techniques acquired
through post-graduate training in
social service work, they may per-
form a wide and varied number of |
duties in mental hospitals and!
clinics.

In the mental hospital, the so-
cial worker is concerned with ob-
talning information concerning the
background and social situation of
the patient, because in order to
properly understand and treat psy-|
chiatric illness it is necessary to
have as complete a knowledge as;
possible of the personality in-|
volyed, and the environment 1in,
which he lives. The social worker |
must also attempt to eliminate
fear, prejudice, and other nmtudesi
on the part of either relatives or
patient which are obstacles to ac-i
ceptance of psychiatric care and |
continuation of treatment. |
