1. Obviously, the only danger
Is in the trump suit, so the
problem is to avoid losing two
trump tricks. This can occur
only if the clubs are divided
41, and the question is how to
guard against that condition
if it exists.

2. Discard a club on the ace
of hearts. You have to protect
yourself against a possible 4- 2
trump break, which is much
more likely than a 3- 3 break.
If you ruffed the ace of hearts
and then cashed the A-K- Q of
spades, you would very likely
go down if it turned out that

trumps were divided 4-2.
By discarding on the ace of
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hearts you practically insure
the hand.
