Epochal Decision

Reference waz made in these
columns recently to what has been
hailed as an epochal decision by the
United States Supreme Court, deny-
ing libel damages to an Alabama
city official against the New York
Times. Under this ruling, freedom
to eriticise official conduct becomes
all but unlimited. The right of the
people to have a free press has at-
tained the broadest meaning and
most nearly complete protection
that judicial views of the American
Constitution have ever accorded it

We, of con are not under
American laws, hut the doctrine
laid down in this judgment is of in-

terest to every student of democ-
racy. The main opinion by Justice
Brennan went to great lengtha to
spell ont “a profeund national com-
mitment to the principle that debate
on public ues should be unin-
hibited, robust and wide open, and
that it may well include vehement,
caustic and sometimes unpleasant-
ly sharp attacks on government
and public officials.”

The court adopted the classic
doctrine of James Madison that
“censorial power iz in the people
over the government and not in the
government over the people” It
put its stamp of authority on a
lower court statement in another
case that “whatever iz added to the
field of libel is taken from the field
of free debate.” Pointing out that
public officials’ own immunity to
being sued for their public utter-
ances must be a two way street, it
declared: “It is as much the citiz-
en's duty to criticize as it is the
official's duty to administer.”

It took stock of the fact that
means are sometimes found to
bludgeon or bankrupt a free press
into silence, and it gave warning
that this would no longer be allow-
ed. Just as libel cannot stand against
government itself, it cannot be thus
tx‘lnv'erred to individuals in gov-

Y ernment in thelr puble eapacity.

So, too, “public men are public
property” and “erroneous statement
is inevitable in free debate.” Not
even factual error (lacking proof of
malice) nor injury to official repu-
tation, nor both together, said Jus-
tice Brennan, “suffice to remove
the constitutional shield from criti-
cism of official eonduct.”

A thoreughly sweeping doc-
trine. Sensitive souls who resent
press criticism will feel, after study-
ing it, that publie life is no place
for at least in the United
States!

In addition
Woodward wrole, “The problems
