MACHINERY MAINTENANCE

Fortunate are the farmers who
serviced their machinery last fall
prior to storage. They will have
little to do to prepare their equip-
ment for spring operations. Others
who have not had the opportunity
to attend to this matter would
do well to do something about it
now, as no one can afford costly
delays! at seeding time,

Why not check the following
list to see f you have all your
machinery ready for the work a-
head. ’

1. Service the tractor accord-
ing to the operator’'s manual. 2.
Check and lubricate tillage equip-
ment; tighten bolts and replace
any worn parts. 3. Sharpen discs
and shovels, 4. Check wheels,
horizontal and vertical hitching
for correct adjustments. 5. Clean
grain box and fertilizer attach-
wments. 6. Correctly adjust furrows
openers. 7. Calibrate seeding
equipment to ensure correct seed-
ing rate.

The value of a thorough check
and service program at this time
should not be overlooked.

The most satisfactory coal for
ordinary smithing work is what
is known to the trade as Cumber-
land coal. It contains less sulpher
and other impurities than
other mined coal and is easily
packed about the forge fire. Coke
when broken up into small pieces,
makes a good fire, varticular
when a large fire is wanted, but
it is not so easily managed as
Cumberland coal.
