“The setting or these words is
laid in ancient Caanan, The land
has been conquered, and the rulers
of the Israelites are engaged in
parcelling out the area according
{o tribes. And when the land was
all divided, Caleb, the courageous
leader of the spies, chose ground
lhat no one else wanted,

had been unfulfilled, while the
Israelites wandered in the desert
being transformed from a company
of exslaves into a free people. Now
the conquest was over, and Caleb
chose as his portion the red clay
lills around Hebron. And taking
this rough land, he essays to
mgke a garden where there was
once a wilderness.

“ ‘With diligence, perseverence,
and strong faith, he laboured, and
at length was licensed and sent
forth to preach the Gospel. The
congregation over which he was
settled was widely extended, and
for thirty years some of them had
not seen a minister.

‘‘Before leaving his native land,
he married a niece of the Rev. Dr.
Bruce, and her mind was deeply
impressed at the same time as
Mr. Gordon's with Dr. MacGre-
gor's earnest appeals. On account
of his faithful labours at Cove-
head and surrounding settlements,
he was called the Apostle of
Prince Edward Island.’ So writes
Dr. Dickie.

COVERED THE ISLAND

Continuing with some more
items from Mr. Leard on Peter
Gordon’s ministry— “His charge
was specifically St. Peter’s, Cove-
head, and Bay Fortune, but in
reality he had the Island for his
parish. The first minutes of session
of Princetown congregation of
which there is record are dated
“9th November, 1807, with the Rev.
Peter Gordon in the chair.” Prince
County can share in this sesqui-
centennial because they, too, knew
Mr. Gordon and shared in his la-
bours.

“The first Presbyterian minister
on the Island, Rev. Wm. Drum-
mond, preached at Covehead and
Stanhope in the winter of 1770-71.
The noted Pictou divine Rev.
James MacGregor, whose letters
to Scotland were instrumental in
bringing Peter Gordon to Can-
ada, made a number of mission-
ary tours of the Island from 1791-
1805; and the first Presbyterian
congregation was established in
1800 at Princetown by Rev. Mr.
Urquhart; but the anniversary
now being celebrated is that of
the first regularly appointed Pres-
byterian clergyman to be induct-
ed on the Island.”

“Peter Gordon came 150 years
ago, and gave his last best years,
to the pioneer work of preaching,
teaching and travelling in the most
difficult of circumstances. It was
during Mr. Gordon’s ministry that
the first Church of Covehead was
erected in 1808."
