The wwn
captain has wlso announced that the late
Russian nobleman, Fortunal Jerliez, has
been punished with death, by sentence of the
revolutionary tribunal, for having forged the
l'“l of the National Governwmeot, and col-
lected money on his own personal suthority.

Four English seamen, pamed Timothy
Driscles, George Bailey, Charles Atkins, and
William Hardy, were charged belore the
Supreme Court of Hong Kong with the
murder of Mr John Adams, the chief officer
of the ship. The murder took place on the
night of the 10th Feb., when wmost of the
hauds were in liquor. Capt. Taylor, the
waster, was in his cabin, and the decensed
officer wus in charge of -the deck. He was
sitting on  hencoop, when one of the
prisoners struck him a heavy blow on the
head, when Atkins picked him up and threw
him overboard. The poor fellow screamed
« Murder, help,”’ several times, })ul no effort
was made to save bim. The prisoners then
went to the cabin and endeavoured to secure
the captuin and rest of the officers, and, in
the afiray, the second officer shot one of the
mutineers dead on the spot, which had the
effect of subduing the violenceof the prisoners.
and they were then secared snd placed in
irons.—The jury found Driscles, Hardy, .and
Bailey, guilty of piracy, and Atkins guilty
of murder. The latter prisoner was ordered
to be hunged, and the other three prisoncrs
were sentenced to penal servitude.

A public demonstration in favour of Poland
was i:ld in London on Wednesday night. A
proposition wus adopted, deprecating all
negotiation with Russia respecting Polund,
except upon a basis of cessation of hostilities,
the withdrawal of the Russian troops from
every part of Poland, and the establishment
of a sepurate and independent Polish State ;
and urging that if an armed intervention was
requisite the English people wouid cheerfully
bear the responsibility. A deputation was
appointed to lay shis proposition before Earl
Russell.

The proceedings of the National Rifle Asso-
ciation at Wimbledon was brought to a close
on Saturday, when the Duke of Cambridge
reviewed upwarde of 12,000 Volunseers.

Mr. Farnall reports that during the week
which ended on the 11th inst., there was a
decrease of 5464 in the number of persons
receiving relief in the distressed districts
under Lis inspection.

POLITICAL EXECUTIONS IN POLAND.

The following are the executions which
have taken place in the th of June alone.
They are duly recorded in Russian official
documents :— June 3 — The Abbe lazora,
hanged at Wilna. 5—Abbe Liemiacki and
Albert Laskowicz, shot at Wilna. 8—Count
Leon Piater and Abbe Rozgo, shot at Duna-
burg.

15—Constan-
tine Micewiecz and Alexander (zarneck:,
shot at Siedles. 16—Leo Frankowski, hang-
ed at Lublin. 18—Ancypa, Korsak, and the
brothers Macewicz, shot at Mobilew.

Bonkiewicz, hanged at Piotrkow. 21—Les-
niewski, shot at Wilna. 22--Abbe Falkow-
ski, shot at Lida. 27—Count Sierakowski,
hanged at Wilna.

An order has been issued prohibiting persons
from travelling from one village to another
without a passport.

The arrest of the young Prince Sapieha for
complicity in the Polish insurrection is an
event of no swmall importance. The prisoner
is the son of the Land marshal of Galicia, is
himself a member of the Galician Diet, and
belongs to one of the first Polish families.

THE NOTES OF THE THREE POWERS.

The notes of the thiee Powers to Russia |
are published simultaneously in the Moniteur. \

wording but in spirit, and this difference
offers Russia a eplendid opening for sending
dilatory answers. The English note 18 the |
most categorical of the three, and tenders a |
pretty clear alternative of an acceptance or
a rofusal. That of Fiance merely speaks of
the tresties which Kngland counsiders i-
tively binding as & poseible basis for negoti-
ations. Austria leaves the whole question
open to almost any suggestion, and no doubt
Russia will fiad i the vagueness of the
Austrian despatch a good reason to prefer it
to the others.

As, however, the project of a Loan, under an
Tmperial Guarantee, has met with universal favor,
I assume that means wight be tound in the Colony
to pay iuterest ou a Loan of lese amount, without
such a guarantee.

1 also infer from the tone of the Commissioners,
that any general rate of commutation which is
adopted or indicated by authority, should hinge
wore or less upon the reserved rent.

From the eagerness with which I bave been
pressed to confirm the Award of the Connnission-
ers, L infer that the Award is acceptable to the
Teuants, that is to say, that the Tenants are
veady to pay the fair price of their lands—as
settled by imperial arbitratois—in instaliments
spread over ten years, and to coutinue the pay-
ment of rent—or rather, of interest on the |n||paid
instalmente—until the land i« thus enfranshised.

From the scheme of the Proprietors Tinfer that
they, on their side, are n all cases ready to sell
thew rights, for fifteen years purchase of the re-
served rent, paid at onee in cash. But I con-
ceive that basis of commutation to have been de-
fective, tor two reasons :—first, that it required
an immediate cash payment in full, which the
Tenants cannot make; and secondly, that it
based the price of an Estate solely on the rate of
reserved rent, without reference to the question
whether the rent had been, or could be collected.
It could not be expected that Tenants who had
never paid their rents, would buy off their obh-
gation 1o do so ut the rate of filteen years pur-
chase.

With these preliminary observations, I desire to
cousider the preseut condition of the question,
with a view to determine not what is just and
legal, on which of course no agreement can be
expected, nor yet what would be wost advantage-
ous to the Tenauts or Landlords, if either of them
were possessed of unlimited power to effect what
they wished—which is an casy but iwpractical
question—but to the more useful and difficult
enquiry: can these Tenures be extinguished on
Terms, which, under present circumstaoces, are
mutuaily advantageous to Tenant and Proprietor?
It must steadily be borne in aind that in call-
ing upon the proprietor to relinquish his present
claims, the Colony is calling upon him to sacrifice
admitted legal rights. By what inducement can
bo be reconciled to that sacrifice? Plainly by
giving increased security to those rights which he
retains.  Paywent in cash would dispose of all
questien of security, but this the Tenant eannot
effect.  Paywment by instalments gives the Land-
lord no fresh security. It is merely the substitu-
tion of one promise to pay for another, the parties
remaining the same.

Of this sum [ bave already said, one third
would be paid in cash by the Tenant, the rewain-
ing two-thirds would be advanced by Government
in Debentures. A paywment for 25 yesrs of 5 per
cent, on the amount borrowed, would probably
suffice to meet the annual interest of the Deben-
tures, and to pay off the priceipal, it the torms of
red it possible to invest the annual
payment towards the sinking fund in the redemp-
tion of the Debentures, i. e. at 6 per cent intorest,

| 1€ not, the slight loss might possibly be borne by

the public Treasury, in consideration ot the pub-
lic benefit which this commutation might be ex-
peeted to effeet.

If this were so, the result to the Fenant, in
ench of the three preceeding cases. would be as
follows :

When a rent of £50 had been paid in full, the
Landlord would receive £800. The Tenant
would pay £266 13 4d down, and an sunuity, ssy
for 25 years, of £42 134d.

When the reserved rent was £30, and £95
had been actually paid, the Laudlord would re-
coive £600, and the Tenant would pay £
down and an sunuity of £32

When nothing had been paid, the Landlord
would receive £400 and the Tenant would pay
£133 6 8d down and au annaity of £21 6 8d.

I suggest the paymont by way of sunuity, be-
cause 1 suppose this Lo be the most convenient to
the Tenant. But of course arrangements might
casily be made to enable those who preferred it
to pay their weney more promptly.

In any case, however, it wmust be distinetly
understosd—as this s the basis of the whole ar-
rangement—that the obligation to pay the prin-
cipal aud interest of the Debentures, as betweon
the Government and the Debenture holder, rests
exclusively on the public Treasury, and is in uo
degroe, whatever, effocted by the failure or ne-
glect of the Goveroment to recover the money
from the Tenant.

As these sales will ot be compulsory, it is not
necessary W entor upon any question as to the
uature and duration of the leases to whick the
right of purchase apply. But, with regard to ar-
rears, | assuwme that, in any ense of commutation,
the Tenant and Landlord will alike be satisfied to
abide by the C issioners’ rec dativi
that arrears wlich scerue prior to May Ist, 1855,
should be remitted, but that all subsequent ar-
rears sheuld be paid up.

I have heard two objeetions raised to that part
of the schewe which relates to Tenants who have
not hitherto paid their reuts.  The oue is that se
large a remission professedly depending on the
fact that reut has been withheld, s, in fact, an
encouragement to dishonesty.  The other is, that
those who have hitherto successtully resisted the
payment of any rent whatever, will not be willing
to pay the prur-u-d commutation, 10 order to get
rid of an obhgation which they have never
performed.

The one objection is, that the indulgences to
non-paying Tenants is immorally large—the other,
that it is suicidally small.

These objections, to a certain extent, answer
each other. But the truth is, that any practicsl
arrangement must be open to both of them. The
#tate of things is this: The Landlords cannct
seriously hope to recover their striet legal rights
in full, while the Tenants, whe have not paid reut,
cannot, without extravagance, expect to be sup-
ported in their present refusal to do so. It w
assumed—tor without that sssumption all ofs
pacification is impossible—that the Landlords will
find it to their interest to waive their right to
much that they are entitled to, it the Legislature
of Prince Edward Island will honestly sssist them
to obtain more than they at presont reecive.  This
is the only possible basis of ¥ The
real question is not whether the proposed ar-
rungement is free from objection, but whether it
will not, in 8 large number of cases, be for the
advartage alike of Landlord and Tenant to secure
their own interest by closing with such terms as
I bave indicated. My own hope and impression
is that it will be so; and 1, therefore, cannot but
hope that the terms would be largely accpted, if
put forward with the support ot this Government ;
though I am bound to add that sowe, at least, of
the Landlords are not satisfied with them.  There
would, of eourse, remain a fow special cases to bo
dealt with separately.  But the experience of this
country has shown, that when a ressonable prin-
ciple of voluntary cowmutation is once put
forward, it is, betore long, freely accepted by the
majority of those concerned, while the minority
either establish a fair ground of exception, or s7e
eventually compelied to follow the stream.
