CREOSOTE AND CONSUMPTION.

The Drug Would Seem to Be Able to Mas-
ter the Disease.

Consumption is now combated by

many specialists using creosote. The

ment of this drug is hardly questiona-
ble. Dr. Warner, consulting physician
to the French nospital, New York city,
writes to The Medical Journal: *‘Dur-
ing a somewhat extensive employment
of this remedy in phthisis for the past
four years, both in hospital and in pri-
vate practice, 1 have watched with
great encouragement the steady gain in
the results obtained, but it has been
only during the latter half of the time
that the positive value of creosote as an
agent for combating most powerfully
the cffects of this disease has been made
apparent. Formerly my custom was to
administer the drug in small doscs, ex-
ceptionally giving more than six or eight
minims daily. During the last couple
of years, however, the doses have been
largely increased #ith correspondingly
better results.” Some specialists ex-
plain the favorable action of creosote in
lessening the bronchial secretion and
improving the appetite. Other observ-
ers, however, believe in a distinctively
curative value of the remedy.

Dr. Warneg writes:** The general con-
dition of the patient, as a rule, rapidly
improves. In some cases the appetite
is better, the cough at first becomes less
during the daytime, while remaining
quite as before during the night. After a
time, however, it also lessens at night.
If the sputum has been tinged with
blood, this condition disappears, con-
trary to what might be expected, as cre-
osote is said to congest the bronchial
mucous membrane, and while at first
the sputum is not much lessened, if at
all, its character is changed—from be-
ing thick and yellow—muco-purulent,
in fact—it becomes thinner, fiothy and
contains less solid matter.

In no case where previously attacks
of hemoptysis—spitting of blood—had
occurred have they taken place after

| the creosote treatment has been estab-

lished. The night sweats grow less and
in many cases entirely disappear, and
after awhile there is a total absence of
the daily fever, The weight of the pa-
tient always increases at first, then itis
apt to remain stationary, and in excep-
tional cases may lessen, and then a grad-
ual increase takes place. The first in-
crease in weight is no doubt due to the
improvement in appetite and the great-
er ability of the patient to properly as-
similate the food consumed.”

Large amounts of creosote may be re-
tained without discomfort, one of Dr.
Warner's patients reaching a daily
amount of 215 minims. A valuable aid
to the internal administration of creo-
gote is found by the coincident use of
antiseptic inhalations of creosote. ** My
custom is to use creosote combined ei-
ther with tercbene or ether in a 50 per
cent solution, 10 or 15 minims dropped
on the sponge of a Robinson’s inhaler,
and employed every secoud or third
bour, and in some instances where
marked benetit has been derived from
the employment of this measure the
respirator has been worn almost con-
stantly,”” is the testimony of the doctor.

He tried also the effect, in a large
ward of a hospital, of allowing an an-
tiseptic mixture to simmer gently over
a low fire during the night. This mix-
ture generally consisted of oil of euca-
lyptus, carbolic acid and turpentine.
A dram cach of the first two and two
drams of the last were put in about a
gunart of water in a shallow dish and
neat applied. The effect was to fill the
ward with a pungent, aroratic vapor,
which has a markedly restful action,
conghing being not ncarly so general or
frequent.—New York Ledger.

Reducing Vibration In Railway Cars.

A new invention embodies a princi-
ple which will commend itself to aii
railway travelers. It is songht to les-
sen the discomfort and annoyance of
travel on many lines on which there is
excessive vibration by the construction
of a pneumaitc car ‘“which embraces
the application of an elastic fluid as an
absorbent for vibration and escilla-
tion.”” An air cushion is arranged on
the cellular principle between the car
body and the truck frame, and as there
is an equal distribution of air under
varying pressures all oscillation is pre-
vented. This elastic medium is said to
completely absorb all vibration result-
ing frem rough tracks, jointing of rails,
excessive speed or any ether cause, and
the car is carried smoothly and steadily
along. This pneumatic system can be
equally well applied to street cars, and
instances are not hard to find in which it
vaquestionably should be.—Fxchange.

Without being luxurious, the whole
globe has played him serving man to
spread his table. Russia gave the hemnp,
or India or South Carolina the cotton,
for that cloth which his wife lays upon
it.

Remarkable Experiments Which Shew
How Easily the Eye Is Deceived.

Some very remarkable experiments,
which any one,with a little care, may
repeat for himself, have recently been
made on the perspective effects of color.
{f on ascreen of black velvet placed
about 10 feet away large letters are
pasted, some blue and some red, the let-
ters will not appear to be at an equal
distance from the eyes. To some per-
sons the red letters will seem nearer
than the blue letters, while to others
the contrary effect will be manifested,
the blue letters appearing nearer than
the red ones.

To produce this curious effect both
eyes must be used. When one eye is
closed, the letters are all seen at the
same distance. On opening the other
eye one set of letters immediately ap-
pears to take a position in advance of
the others.

The explanation offered is that a sort
of stereoscopic effect is produced in the
eye itselt, depending on color. . Theim-
age of a blue object is shifted by the
eye toward one side, and that of a red
object toward the other side, the cause
of the shifting being the eccentricity of
the pupil of the eye.

This eccentricity may be increased by
holding a black screen close to the eye
so ns to cover one-half of the pupil.
The efféct is best viewed by screening
Yoth pupils at the same time. If on
looking at blue and red letters on a black
background placed 10 or 12 feet away
you see the red letters nearer than the
blue ones, screen off one-half of the pu-
pil of each eye, on the outside, and you
will then see the red letters retire be-
hind the blue ones.

If you screen the pupils on the side
toward the nose, you will see the red
letters advance apparently still farther
ahead of the blue letters,

1f, on the other hand, you naturally

: see the blne in advance, screen the in-

mer side of your pupils, and the red will
weme to the front.
it has lately been shown by Dr. A.
D. Waller that very beantiful effects
-=an be produced with one eye alone
when, instead of letters, red or blue
rimgs are pasted on a background of
the epposite color. Placing red rings
vn bime paper and using the right eye
with the inner side of the pupil cov-
ered, the appearance is that of circular
red hilieeks resting upon a blue ground.
To preduce this effect in its highest
vlegree the gaper should be held to the
eft and slopinyg in that direction. When
1he outor side wf the pupil is screened,
*he red ring beasome circular trenches in
the blue paper.—¥onth’s Companion.

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A MODEL SAVAGE.

King Khamsa Is an Auntocrat of the Best
Possible Type.

King Khama is a model savage, if a
black man who has been thoroughly
vivilized by European and missionary
influences can still be called one. He
is an autccrat of the best possible type,
whose .nfluence in his country isen-
tirely thrown into the scale of virtue
for the suppression of vice. Such a
thing as theft is unknown in his realm.
He will not allow his subjects to make
or drink beer. He has put a stop also
to the existence of witch doctors and
their wiles throughout all the Bamang-
wato.

He conducts in person services every
Sunday in his large, round kotla, or
place of assembly, standing beneath the
tree of justice and the wide canopy of
heaven ina truly patriarchal style. He
is keen in the suppression of all super-
stitions and eats publicly the flesh of .
the duyker, a sort of roebuck, which
was formerly the totem of the tribeand
held as sacred among them 20 years
ago. The late King Sikkome, Khama's
father, would not so much as step on
a duyker skin, and it is st1ll looked up-
on with more veneration by his sub-
jects than Khama would wish.

As an instance of Khama'’s power and
judgment, it is sufficient for us to quote
the sudden change of his capital from
Shoshong to the present site, Palapwe.
Shoshong was in a strong position,
where the Bamangwato could effectual-
ly. protect themselves from the Mata-
beles’ raids under Lobengula, but it was
badly supplied with water, and in dry
seasons the inhabitants suffered greatly
from drought. The change of capital
had been a subject discussed for years,
but Khama waited quietly until people
began to think that he was against it
and would never move. He waited, in
fact, until he was sure of British pro-
tection, until he knew that Lobengula
could not attack his people at Palapwe
without embroiling himself in a war
with England.

Then suddenly one day, without any
prefatory warning, King Khama gave
orders for the move, and the exodus
began on the next day, and in two
months’ time 15,000 individuals were
located in their new capital, 60 miles
away from Shoshong. Under Khama's
direction, everything was conducted in
the best possible order. To every man
was given his allotted ground, and he
was told to build his huts thereon. Not
a single dispute arose, and no one would
imagine today that only a few years
ago Palapwe was uninhabited.

Khama, in manner and appearance,
is thoroughly a gentleman, dignified
and courteous. He wears well made
European clothes, a billycock hat and
gloves; in his hand he brandishes &
dainty came, and he pervades every-
thing in his country, riding about
from point to point wherever his pres-
ence is required, and if he is just a lit-
tle too much of a dandy it is an error
in his peculiar case in the right direc-
tion.—Contemporary Review.
