We were visited on Tuesduy evening last, with a heavy
gale of wind from the Southward, accompanied with tor-
‘ents of rain, wnicli operated on the deep snow then on,
the earth, eaused great inundations of water to descend
from the hills and mountains, carrying with them vast mas-
ses of snow, &c., from which, in one instance at least, the
most painful and betrl-rendmg tesults were experienced.

About 30 miles from Sydney, on the main Post road
hence to St. Peter’s, and about a mile from Mr. Kelly's
residence on that road, was situate the dwelling house and
barn of Mr. John Campbell, a well-to-do farmer, and an
industrious man. T'he house was occupied, on Tuesday
night last, by the above named Mr. Campbell, and his
wife, and their three children, together with mother,
an aged person, and two young girls—members of the
family. [t appears that some time during the night, and
while the inmates of the house were asleep, an avalanche
of snow, impelled forward by almost an ocean of water
from the high lands in the vicinity, in one fell swoop pass-
ed over the house, and those thercin, depriving, at the |,
same time, of life, Mrs. Campbell, her three children, and
one of the girls—the husband, Mr. Campbell himself. |
and his aged mother, with the other girl, by a miraculous
and unexplainable cause escaping with their lives, so far
—the first named, however, received severe bodily injury,
and when our informant left, he was lying in a precarious
state, with but slender hopes entertained of his recovery.
The first knowledge which the neighbours had of the mel-
ancholy catastrophe, was though a litle boy, a son of Mr.
Kelly's, who had been sent about 12 o'clock on Wednes-
day, on an errand by his mother to Campbell’s house. As
soon as assistance was obtained, the survivors were rescued
by the neighbors from their perilous and suffering condi-
tion-—half buried, as they were, beneath ice and snow—
and had their wants administered 1o ; whilst s-me of the
neighbors were engaged in seeking the n
in lllc ruins. \1m (,nmplwll when eventually found,
had some signs of life, indeed, remaining, and with the
tender object of her heart’s warm affections—her young-
est child—dead in herarms ! but the poor mother surviv-
ed but a few minates, afier she had been rescued from
where she had been found, and thus she ended in death,
the dreadful sufferinge, of which none cuu possibly estimate
the extent, and from which it released her. ‘The other
missing children, and the missi rl, were likewise
founa, but with life extinet in all—the latter lying across
the crane in the chimney fire place, whither she had been
driven by the force of the irruption of water. Our in-
formant was told by Mrs. Kelly, that all the appalling and
heart-rending sights she had ever witnessed, or heard of,
this melancholy casualty—n:any particulars of which we
omit—exceeded them. he scene caused indescribable
horror.

The Barn, on the premises, was also buried beneath
the avalanches which had fallen ; and of 20 head of cat-
e, within it, but 2 head were fuund alive ; and all that
now, except the prostrate buildings, marks the spot were
