He competes on each hand not
so much against par as against
other contestants who are playing
exactly the same hands as he is
struggling with. He seeks a better
score on each deal than others who
also play it, no matter what the
margin.

A case in point is the present
deal. At both games the bidding
Is identical. North adds his 8
points to South’'s announced 25 to
27, knows there must be a good
play for slam, and the issue is
Jjoined.

In rubber bridge the play is apt
to go quickly and decisively. South
wins the heart, enters dummy
with a diamond, and finesses a
club, He crosses to the spade ace,
finesses the club again, Eventual-
ly he loses a club, scores a slam,
and that's that.

To the duplicate player all these
shenanigans are sacrilege. Any-
body can make six. The idea is
to make seven. So he nurtures the
cards, goes into a brown study,
and if he is any good, makes ‘he
extra trick.
