Spitzbergen.

Though the island of Spitzbergen was
discovered 300 years ago, and its shores
have been so often visited by explorers
and whalers as to make them the best
known regions in the far north, the in-
terior has been penetrated to any consid-
erablé distance only three times, and it
was never crossed until last summer,
when the expedition under Sir W. Mar-
tin Conway accomplished the difficult
feat. Hithérto it had been believed that
tie whole center of the island consisted
of a scries of beggy plains, deeply cov-
ered with snow, but it was found to be
inreality a tangle of ridges and valleys,
forming a well developed mountain sys-
tem. The northern and southern sec-
tions are covered with great accumula-
tions of ice, but between them is a
stretch of country in which there are
many slopes whicl it is hardly an exag-
geration to call fertile. The climate of
Spitzbergen is strangely moist and mild,
considering that it is almost constantly
surrcunded by eunormous stretches of
frozen ocean, and, with proper shelter
and food, men can spend a winter there
without any suffering except that which
results from months of uninterrnpted
carkness.—New York Times.
