Gypsum, Avery became an execu-
tive with the new company. He
was made president in 1905, had a
remarkable record and was
brou:hl over by Morgan to run
Ward’s in 1931,

Louis E. Wolfson, who is chal-
lenging Avery’s leadership at
Ward's, was born in St. Louis in
1912, When he was 14 months old,
the family moved to Jacksonville,
Fla. His father was a Russian im-
m.lrgcx]-nnt who ran a successful junk
yard.

COUNTING MILLIONS

In 1982, on a borrowed $10,000
goung Wolfson founded the Florida

ipe and Supply Co. He has been
piling up the milllons since. His
companies include Merritt-Chap-
man and Scott, Devoe and Ray-
nolds and Capital Transit of Wash-
ington, D.C. '

Avery is described by his friends
as a man with great charm, quic!
at repartee and able to produce
ripples of laughter among assem-
bled stockholders.

Wolfson is the deadly serious
type. Humor and witticisms are not
his line.

Wolfson announced his intention
of overthrowing Avery's control of
Ward’s last August, pointing to-
ward the annual stockholders
meeting April 22.

Some States Will
Continue Daylight
Time To October

NEW YORK (AP) — Daylight
time in the United States likely will
extend through October this year
in the six New England states,
New York and New Jersey.

In some states —Pennsylvania,
Ohio, Indiana, Illinois and Ken-
tucky, for example — the cities go
on fast time. But, as in most of
Canada, the rural areas generally
refuse to push the clock ahead one
hour from the last Sunday in April
to the last Sunday in September.

This year those dates are April
24 to Sept. 25.
The south, southwest, central

plains states and far west—except
Nevada and California — take a
dim view of daylight time.

Maine extended EDT through
October last year. A legislative
bill now is in the works to make
the one-month extension perma-
ment.

Massachusetts also enacted a
law last year extending EDT
through October. Vermont ends
EDT in September but the gov-
ernor may extend it to eonform
with neighboring states.

The legislatures of New York,
New Jersey and Connecticut have

October — extension bills in the
works. All three states seem in
favor.

In Canada there has been no
discussion of extending the day-
light time beyond Sept. 25.

Alberta and Prince Edward Is-
land have laws forbiding day-
light time. Elsewhere some rural
areas and a few cities and towns
ignore the time change.
