Canada Is Replacing U.S.
As Mecca For Irishmen

By KEN METHERAL
Canadian Press Staff Writer
DUBLIN (CP)—Canada is re-
placing the United States’as the
mecca of Ireland’s migrating thou-
sands.

“There has been a marked swing
towards Canada in the post-war
years,” says Dr, Patrick Me-
Carthy, assistant director of the
republic's central statistical . bur-
eau, ‘At one time almost all the
transatlantic emigration flow was
to the United States. Now the
majority are going to Canada."

Briant Farrell, appointments of-
ficer of University College, Dub-
lin, who assists graduates to find
work both inside and outside the
republie, says Canada holds “by
far the greatest attraction” for
graduates from both University
College and Dublin University.

Farrell estimates that two of
every three doctors, scientists, en-
gineers, teachers, architacts and
lawyers turned out by the repub-
lic’s two premier universities be-
come emigrants,

HEAD FOR CANADA

“The majority leave for Britain
because it is easier to get there,
but well over 50 per cent express
a desire to go to Canada.”

J. R. Hudson, Farrell's opposite
number at Dublin University, says
a “considerable number” of grad-
uates take work in Britain for two

Relations With
U. S. Difficult

HALIFAX (CP) — External Af-
fairs Minister Pearson said Fri-
day the most difficul tproblem Ca-
nada has to face from day to day
Is relations with the United States.

“*No country has a better big
nelghbor than Canada has but in
our day to day work two-thirds of
our problems concern Canadian-
U.S, issues. These problems cover
common defence; economy, and
we are very consclous of those,
population and other problems of
every kind."

Mr. Pearson spoke to a group
of students at St. Mary's Univers-
ity College.

He cautioned the students not to
get too alarmed about Canada
shaping her own destiny as noth-
ing was going to prevent Canada
continuing as a great nation on her
own right.

| Shipping Opens
At Montreal

MONTREAL (CP) — With Mont-
real's harbor a blaze of lights, the
British freighter Manchester Mar-
iner made a tricky night docking
to open the 1957 navigation sea-
son into the world’s largest inland
port.

Berthing the 7,850 ton vessel,
earned her master, Capt. E. W.
Raper, his second gold - headed
cane, presented each year to the
skipper who arrives first in Mont-
real harbor after the winter
freeze-up.

“During recent critical months
in the Middle East, he has been
working—or, rather, over-working
—under great pressure, at Cairo
at times right around the clock.

“He has also been deeply and
understandably distressed by the
resurrection by one or two per-
sons in Washington of certain old
charges affecting his loyalty, and
which were disposed of years ago
after a careful investigation. The
reasons for these renewed attacks
might be obscure, but the tactics
used degraded only those who
adopted them.

“The combined effect of over-
work, overstrain and the feeling
of renewed persecution on a sensi-
tive mind and a not very robust
body produced a nervous collapse,
the tragic result of which has
brought to me personally and, I
am sure, to his colleagues and
friends, both shock and grief and
a sense of great loss.

“My deep and heartfelt sympa-
thy goes out to his widow and to
his family at this dark hour.”
