President Radhakrishnan of
India agreed with Kennedy that
science has brought a_solution
to hunger within the reach of
mankind. But the problem of
finance remained. The underde-

veloped countries would require
more help to pay for better
seed, better fertilizer and better
irrigation.

The congress would more than
meet its objectives if it could
stimulate selt-help among the
poorer nations and more
operation from the wealthier
ones.

“Peace and stability can
never be maintained in this
world if more than half of its
population have to remain hun-
gry throughout the year,” he
