timate of what the world’s crop will really
be like. England and France both promise
a harvest considerab!y better than last year.
Spain also will be above the average, and
Italy only a trifle under, and Germanyeast

of the tenth parallel is about as good, but
there the favorable picture abruptly stops,
West of that line the wheat crops have all
gone to pieces. The two great exporting
countries, Russia and Austro-Hungary,all
this year findit difticult to feed themselves.
There is, therefore «a fearful interest in what
the American crop will belike. Theshortage

over here will be so great that the market

will be more at the merey of the United
States than ever before, and the next re-
port from the Washington bureau is regu-
larly watched for, as an indication of how
severe a squeeze may be expected. During
the last few days Russian wheat has been
geing up there, and a panic is ouly pre-
vented by the fact that everybody in
America seems so confident.
