Mavita, June 1,—Memorial day was
celebrated at Batterv knoll, where Scott’s
guos were planted against the Filipino
trenches in the firat day’s fighting at
Mazila Nearly 300 soldiers lie buried
there on a bleak mound sarrounded by
rice fields, rough boards markiog the
graves which are ranged in five unbroken
rows. Beyoud these are Spanish block»
houses and bamboo hedges, which were
mown by sbells from the American guns.
The few soldiers who could be spared

from the treoches came to Battery knoll,
dusty and bronzed, bearing flowers with
which to strew their comrades’ graves. A
silk flag was placed upon each moaad.
The day was as mild as a New Eng'and
spring day, when, jast before sunset, a few
hundred Americans gathered in a circle
around Battery knol‘, in brown aud blue it might have been cerrected without creat~
