Conger Catching Popular
Sport On British Coast

LONDON (CP)—Nothing in Brit-
ain’s wide variety of angling at-
tractions—from perch to shark—
appears to resemble conger catch-
ing.

That may acount for its popular-
jty round the coasts.

The big eels, which inhabit
sunken wrecks and rocky dgep-
water spots, probably would yield
best to a block and tackle. But
British fishermen preserve t_he
sporting element with  flimsier
gear.

There's a limit in that d
however.

“Hold them boy, until your arms
fall out,” a veteran conger man
advised a novice. ‘‘And if they
break the tackle use stronger next
time-"

HARD TO HOLD

The trick in conger catching is
to hold them once the strike is
made. Given an inch, these giant
eels streak for their holes. Once
there, they become virtually im-
previous to all man-made pressure.

The record catch in the files of
the Angler's News, a fisherman's
periodical, is 84 pounds, with lesser
ones of 59 and 40 pounds- But any-
thing above 25 is considered “‘really
big.”

Anglers anxious to go after them
are advised to scan the weather
maps, take along plenty of strong
line and heavy weights, and be pre-
