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upplying Needs Of U.N.E.F.

In Desert Is Full Time Job

NAPLES, Italy (CP)—Supplying
he needs of the United Nations
Emergency Force stationed in the
Ggyptian desert is a seven-day-a-
veek job for more than 200 Cana-
jian airmen and soldiers stationed
Jere.

But the men on whom mest of
this responsibility falls have re-
duced the complex jumble of prob-
lems created by the sudden birth
of ‘the internatiopal contingent te
relatively manageable proportions.

“Things aren’t quite as hectie
as they used, to be,” says Capt.
Harold Thwaite, the Canadian
movement control officer stationed
in this southern Italian city. He
supervises the movement of sup-
plies and personnel from this
UNEF supply and transport base
to the Middle East encampments.

Thwaite has been connected
with the force almost since the de-
cision on Canada's participation
was made. He supervised the load-
ing of the aircraft carrier Magni-
ficent before the Capadian war-
ship sailed for Egypt with the ad
ministrative troops needed there.
Then he flew to Naples, where he
has since served.

STEADY FLIGHTS

“In the early stages of the life
of the force, as many as four or
five planes took off each day to
move and supply the small force.”

Aircraft were chartered to sup-
plement the four C-119 Flying Box-
cars supplied to the force by Can-
ada. Now that the big job of es-|
tablishing the force is completed,
the day-to-day air transport 'task
falls on the four Canadian planes
bearing the United Nations in-
signia and the RCAF crews mann-
ing them.

Every other day the crews climb
into the oven-hot cockpits and ply
the route across the toe of Italy
and the Mediterranean Sea to
Egypt. At present they carry no
arms, but expectations are the UN
will aut“orize provision of weap-
ons for use, if needed, after emer-
gency landings.

The Canadians bring a wealth of
global experience to the job. FO
Dave Saunders of St. John's, Nfld.,
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and Toronto logged almost 120
hours flying over three continents
in late October and early Novem-
ber, when the UNEF was formed.

Tunisian Republic Is
Declared In Assembly

TUNIS (Reuters)—Sidi Lamine,
Arab monarch whose family has
ruled here for 250 years, was un-
der armed guard here today fol-
lowing the declaration of a Tunis-

ian republi¢ in the constituent as- |

sembly.

The country's leaders continued
work on a constitution likely to
produce a republican structure sim-
ilar to that of the United States.

Habib Bourguiba, president of
the day-old republic, received Tun-
isia’s leaders while the 77-year-old
deposed monarch remained under
armed guard in a suburban pal-
ace, seven miles from Tunis.

In a formal move, the Tunisian
government resigned. Bourguiba
asked the men to continue handling
current business until a new gov-
ernment is formed and presented
to the constitutent assembly.

An interior ministry commun-
ique said Prince Hassine, former
heir to the throne, and Sidi Lam-
mine's three sons, Mohammed
Chedli, Hamed ben Mohammed
and Salaheddin were all placed un-
der surveillance in villas in the
manouba district.

Thursday night Bahi Ladgham,
the deputy prime minister, in-
formed foreign envoys accredited
to the Tunisian government of the
constituent assembly's decision to
abolish the monarchy and elevate
Prime Minister Bourguiba to the
presidency.

FRENCH ENVOY FIRST
First of the diplomats to be re-

ceived was Georges Gorse, French
ambassador and dean of the diplo-
matic corps.

No formal inauguration of swear-
ing-in was planned for Tunisia's
first president, who took office aut-
omatically when the assembly
elected him by acclamation.

The reign of Bey Sidi Moham-
med Lamine was a long struggle
against unpopularity and political
difficulties, culminating in near-
eclipse since the return of Bour-
guiba from exile two years ago.

From his big white palace in
Carthage he had theoretically ruled
over a country of nearly 50,000
square miles, reaching from the
Mediterranean into the Sahara,
and from Algeria to Libya, wh
a population of about 2,250,000
