|Margate Officer

Returns To Active

1Duty With Navy

Lieut, it - C der Donald
R. Baker of Margate is reporting
to H.M.C.S. Queen Charlotte to-
day to return to active duty with
the navy. Lieutenant-Commander
Baker, a son of the Hon. C.C.
Baker, Minister of Agriculture, is a
former commanding officer of the
Queen Charlotte and served four
years at sea during the war,

After attending Prince of Wales
College and being graduated from
Mount Allison University, he join-
ed the Air Force in the spring of
1940 to train as a pilot. When a
medical board found him unfit for
flying duties, he was discharged
from that service and joined the
navy with the rank of provisionary
sub-lieutenant.

After undergoing training in
Halifax he was drafted to the mine
sweeper, Drummondville, and later
was transferred to the Clayquot,
another minesweeper. He com-
manded this ship for two months
and early in 1944 was given his
own ship, the minesweeper Nipe-
gon. He later was given command
of one of the new corvettess the
Frontenac, and he retained this
command till he left her at Sorei,
Quebec in July, 1945, to be de-
commissioned.

Lieutenant - Commander Baker
then took his discharge and in 1946
was appointed commanding officer
of H.M.C.S. Queen Charlotte in
the naval reserve. He held this
command for a year-and a half and
then went on the retired list. Since
the termination of his active ser-
vice he has been engaged in farm-
ing at Margate. His wife is the
former Jean MacEachern of Char-
lottetown and they have four child-
ren. — 8
