Dearu or Rorerr MonteoMery.—
The Rev. Robert Montgomery, an Eng-
lish poet of inferior merit but wide cele-
brity, better known as  Satan Montgom-
ery,” froma religious poem of his on
“ Satan,” dicd recently at Brighton, in
England, as the papers by the Asia in-
form us. His original name was Gomery,
and he was the son of a minor actor of
that name attached to the Surrey Theatre,
London. He added the prefix ¢ Mont”
to his name in imitation to the famous
Sheffield poet, James Montgomery. Hav-
ing some ability, he was educated at Ox-
ford University, at the expense of a Lon-
don merchant, and, after graduating there
was ordained as a minister in the Eng-
lish church. In this capacity, he became
quite popular as preacher at Percy chapel,
London. Some of his poems ran through
a number of editions, but they are all
bombastic and unsuited to a cultivated
taste.

It appears still, that Miss Murray, ene
of the maids of honor to the Queen of
England, has been constrained to give up
her place, because she does not favor the
views of the Abolitionists in her book of
travel in America.
